A. Conventional stock

Such stocks are issued at or close to their red.emptÍon price and
carry the full commercial rate of interest prevailíng at the time of
issue. The interest is taxable as income in the hands of the lender.
It is allowable against the borro$ler's profÍts for corporation tax.

Following the Burtrget proposals (see 5 below) , íf such a stock is
issued at a dÍscount of up to å per cent a year (up to a maximum of
15 per cent), this discount will be treated as capital. This means
that in the hands of the lender (other than a bank or a financial
concern) it will be subject only to capital gains tax. It will not
be allowable against profit for the borrower. This gives companies
flexibility at the time of issue to vary the price of the stock.

B. Indexed stock

C. Deep d.iscount (and zero coupon) stock

Such stock pays annual interest well below the fuIl commercial rate
at, the time of issue (or zeto Ínterest). As a consequence it is
,Íssued at a substantiar discount on its redemption value. The
Chancellor has proposed new rules for the taxation of this discount.
The rules will apply to stock issued by companies wíth a d.Íscount
of more than $ a point a year over the life of the stock, or at an
overall discount of more than 1 5 points if the life of the stock is
30 years or more

The general principle of the proposed rules will be that the discount
will be treated as income. It will be spread (ie "accrued") over the
Iife of the bond on a compound yield basis. The company issuj-ng the
stock will be able to set against its profits each year that part of
the dj-scount which accrues each year - despite the fact that the
company only pays out the discount at redemption. By contrast, the
lender will be taxed only when he disposes of the stock or when it is
redeemed. The discount accruing duri-ng his period of ownershj-p will
be taxed as income in the year of disposal or redemption. To the
extent that the difference between his acquisition cost and his
proceeds on disposal or redemption is grreater or less than this
accrued income, the difference will be a capital gai-n or loss (except
for a bank or financial concern).

7. There will be no requJ-rement to deduct tax from the discount when it
is paid on redemption of the stock.

I The treatment of stock issued by foreign companj-es will follow the
same principles as for UK stock.

9 The necessary legislation will be introduced at Committee Stage of the
Finance Bill and will not apply to transactions before 6 April 1983.

3. The proposed new rules for deep discounted stock (íncluding zero coupon
stock) will extend the range of options available to companies, and
provide greater flexibility. They may be particularly appropriate for
fÍrms with current cash constraj-nts or for firms undertaking long
investment projects which will not produce a return for a number of
years.

8. The latest projections of Government revenues assume that for

the rest of I98t and 1984, the dollar prices of North Sea crudes will
on average be around the levels proposed by BNOC to its customers on

18 February. l'ron the end of 1984, North Sea oil prices are assumed

to rise in llne with world oil prices, which in turn are assumed to

rise with world inflation.

THE BUDGET 1983: INDIRECT TAX

The Cha¡¡cellor referred in his Statement to the presumption established in recent years that

the excise duties should be adjusted broadly in line with the movement of prices from one

year to the next. He proposes to follow the same approach this year.

z. The Chancellor's main indirect tax proposals are:

- Beer duty up about lp a Pint.

- Duty on table wine up about 5p a bottle.

- Spirits duly up about 25p a bottle.

- Cider duty up lP a pint.

- Tobacco duty up 3p on a typical packet of 20 cigarettes but no increase for pipe

tobacco.

- Petrol duty up about 4P a gallon.

- De¡v duty up about 3P a gallon.

- VED on cars and light vans up f 5 to ['85 a year.

- VED rates up on selected groups of heavy lorries but reductions of around 10 per

cent on lighter goods vehicles.

3. These duty increases are inclusive of the conseguential increase in VAT¡ where

applicable. The impact effect of the duty increases on retail prices is estimated at about

0.4 per cent. The increases €ue expected to yield 8595 million in 1983-84 and 8605 million

in a full year. The increases in the duties on hydrocarbon oil (petrol, derv) take effect from

6 pm today. The increases in the duties on alcoholic drinks, along with the changes in VED

rates, take effect from midnight tonight. The increase in tobacco duty takes effect from

midnight 17 March.
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THE BUDGET 1983: NATTONAL INSURANCE SURCHÂ'RGE

The Chancellor announced in his Budget Statement today that he is proposing to reduce the

rate of National I¡rsurance Surcharge from 1l per cent to 1 per cent. This will take effect

from 1 August.

Z. The reduction will benefit private sector employers by about f'215 million in 1983-84

and Ê390 million in a full year. Central government and nationalised industries will pay the

new rate of I per cent but the savings to them will be offset by reductions in central

government cash limits and nationalised industries' external financing limits. The reduction

will not apply to local government in 1983-84.

Notes for Editors

The NIS was introduced in April 197? at a rate of 2 per cent. It was increased to 3l per

cent in October 19?8. In the 1982 Budget it was reduced to 2l per cent from August 1982.

But to make the 1 percentage point reduction effective for the whole of l98Z-83, the rate

was temporarily reduced to Z per cent. In the Autumn Statement the rate was reduced to

1å per cent from April 1983.

Z. The Autumn Statement also made a special reduction for 198¿-83 which is

approximately equivalent to a I percentage point reduction in the rate. This takes the form

of a 3 per cent reduction in a¡r employer's total 1982-83 tiability for national insurance

contributions (including employees' NIC) and NIS. Employers obtain this special reduction





either by deduction from their payments to the Inland Revenue in respect of NICr NIS and

PAYE or by repayment.

3. The overalt Zl per cent cut in rate since Government came to office is worth nearly

Ê2 billion to private sector employers in a full year'

4. , NIS is collected through the same machinery as Class 1 NICs. The change in the rate

will necessitate the preparation and printing of new National Insurance tables. These tables

will be distributed in sufficient time to allow employers to make their prepa¡ation before

the new rate comes into effect on I August.

5 The treatment of the public sector is the same as happened following the 1982 Budget

and Autumn Statement.
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THE BUDGET 1983: ENTERPRXSE AND SMALL FIRMS

In his Budget Statement today the Chancellor announced a series of measures designed
particularly to help small businesses and to encourage enterprise and risk taking.

Z. Each of the Chancellor's Budgets has contained such measures and those announced.

today will take the number of measures which the Government has introduced, to assist small
firms and enterprise to over 100. Among the most important measures announced, are a new
Business Expansion Scheme, which extends the life of the present Business Start-Up Scheme

to April 1987 and applies it to investment not only in new trading companries but also to
investment in existing qualifying unquoted trading companies; a reduction in the ,'small

companies" rate of corporation tax from 40 per cent to 38 per cent, coupled with substantial
increases in the "small companies" profits limits, changes which will assist small and

medium-sized businesses with profits up to E500r000; and the nationwide extension from
August 1983 of the Enterprise Allowance scheme.

3. Alongside the Business Expansion Scheme there are a number of other measures to
help with business finance - ne\¡r rules for the tax treatment of deep-discount stock, changes
in the tax treatment of acceptance credits and interest on Eurobonds, and, a 8300 million
increase in the ceiling for lending under the Loan Guarantee Scheme. The wider spread of
share ownership will be assisted by improvements in the tax reliefs for profit sharing and

share option schemes and by the extension of interest relief for borrowing to employee
buy-outs. A change in the small workshop scheme will hetp with conversions of older
premises into small units. In addition there are changes in the capital transfer tax and
capital gains tax regimes, together with the announcement that two or three freeports are
to be introduced on an experimental basis.





4. The main features of these proposals are described in the following paragraphsr with

references where appropriate to the Inland Revenue press notices providing more detailed

information. hr total, the tax measutes to assist enterprise and small firms announced in the

Budget will have a revenue cost of some Ê110 mitlion in 1983-84 and t275 million in a full
year. The gross cost of the nationwide Enterprise Allowance scheme will be EZ5 million in

1983-84 and Ê29 million in 1984-85.

Business Expa¡sion Scheme

5. In the 1981 Finance Act, a new income tax relief for individuals was introduced for

investment by "outsiders" in ordinary shares issued in certain companies starting new trades.

The relief applied to investment in qualifying trading companies which were broadly not

more than 5 years old. The scheme, which is known as the Business Start-Up Scheme,

applies to shares issued between 6 April 1981 and 5 April 1984.

6. In his Budget Statement the Chancellor ar¡nounced important changes to this scheme.

The life of the scheme will be extended for a further period to April 198?. Andr from

ó April 1983, the coverage of the scheme will be greatly widened. It will apply not just to

companies canying on a new trade, but to a great number of existing unguoted trading

companies as well. The extended scheme will be known as the Business Expansion Scheme.

Full details will be contained in the Finance Bill.

7. The maximum allowable investment per individual in any year will be doubled from

Ê201000 to Ê401000 and, as at present, relief will be given at the investor's full marginal rate

of income tax (including investment income surcharge). As at present, the investor will
need to keep his capital in the company for at least five ye¡üs in order to retain full relief.

8. A number of other changes are being made to improve the scheme. In particular the

present restriction which limits relief in total to 50 per cent of the company's íssued

ordinary share capital will be removed. Under the new scheme there will be similar

arrangements to those at present for an investor to obtain relief where nn approved fund

invests in qualifying shares as his nominee. The cost of the new scheme will depend on

take-up, but might be E25 million in 1983-84 and 875 million in a full year.

'Small companies' rate of corporation tar and profits limits

9. lVhere its profits are below a certain limit, a company pays corporation tax on its
income at a specially reduced rate. This rate is being reduced from 40 per cent to 38 per

cent. The limit up to which this rate applies is being increased from Ê90¡000 to 81001000'

double the figure when the Government took office. \lrhere a company's profits ate between





únis lower limit and a higher limit, it pays corporation tax on its income at an average rate
which gradually increases to the full rate, 52 per cent. The higher limit is also being
increased, from EZZ5I000 to 85001000, nearly six times the level it was when the
Government took office. This means that the marginal rate of tax on profits between the
two limits will come down from ó0 per cent to 551per cent. The cost will be E40 million in
1983-84 and Ê70 million in a full year.

Enterprise Allovance

10. The Enterprise Allowance helps unemployed people to set up in business and has been
available experimentally in five pilot areas since early lgg?,. Evaluation of these pilots is
not yet complete. But public response to the scheme has been encouraging and there is
already evidence that many of the new businesses :rre generating additional employment.
The scheme is therefore being extended. The existing pilots will run on until the end of July
1983. From 1 August to end-March 1984 the allowance, which is f40 per week, will be
available country-wide, within a.n overall cash limit of Ê25 million in 1983-84. This is
enough to cover around 251000 successful applications, over l0 times as many as und.er the
pilot schemes. The allowance is payable for a full year and the scheme will cost a further
829 million in 1984-85. Because of savings in unemployment benefit, the net public
expenditure cost is expected to be about two-thirds of the gross.

VAT and thresholds

11' The VAT registration thresholds (below which small trad.ers are not obliged to register)
will be increased from E1?r000 to 81.81000 taxable turnover a year. The de-registration
threshold (for the voluntary de-registration of small traders) will be raised from El?r000 to
8181000 where past turnover is concerned and from E16r0O0 to El?r000 where estimated
future turnover is concerned. This is the fourth successive Budget in which the thresholds
have been raised and the increases will provide about Z4TOOO trad,ers with the opportunity to
de-register if they wish. The measure will cost E5 million in 1983-84 a¡rd in a full year.

Profit sha¡i-g and share option scåemes

tz. The Budget contains three measures to improve the tax reliefs for profit sharing and
share option schemes.

13' First, the annual limit on the value of shares which can be allocated to an employee
under an aPproved profit sharing scheme is at present Ê11250. The limit is now being
amended to include an alternative limit of l0 per cent of the employee's earnings, subject to
an overall maximum of Ê51000. Second¡ the [50 upper limit on monthly contributions by an
employee under an approved savings-related share option scheme is being increased. to Ê?S.
Thirdr the new instalment relief which was introduced in the 1982 Finance Act for share





options outside the approved savings-related schemes is being extended. Under the Budget
proposal it will be possible to spread the income tax payable when an employee exercises
such a share option over five yeÍrrs, rather than three years as at present. These changes
will cost 820 million in 1983-84 a¡rd [35 million in a full year.

Emplovee Br¡v-Outs

14. Tax relief for interest is to be extended to borrowing for the purchase by employees of
shares in an employee-controlled company as part of an employee buy-out. This will cost
[1 million in 1983-84 and E2 million in a full year.

Capital transfer tax changes

15. Three changes are proposed for capital transfer tax. First, with some rounding up

beyond that required by Section 91 of the l9B2 Finance Act, the threshold and rate bands

will be increased in line with inflation. The threshold for l9B3-84 will be increased from the
present level of 8551000 to [,601000. Second, there will be increases in the rates of certain
business and agricultural reliefs. The relief for minority shareholdings in unguoted
companies and the relief for tenanted agricultural land will both be increased from the
present 20 per cent to 30 per cent. Third¡ payments will in future be able to be made by
interest-free instalments over 10 years rather than 8 as at present. The measures will cost
822 million in 1983-84 and 855 miltion in a full year; further details are in a separate Inland
Revenue press notice.

Caoital gains tax

f6. There are thfee changes proposed for capital gains tax in this context. Fírst, as

Section 80 of the 1982 Finance Act provides, the annual exempt amount will be increased. in
line with the RPI. For 1983-84 the exempt amount for individuals will be increased from its
present level of 851000 to Ê51300. Second, there will be increases in a number of other CGT
monetary limits - for example, the relief available for 'small part' disposals of land will be

increased from its present level of Ê101000 to 8201000. And third, there will be an increase
from 8501000 to 81001000 in the maximum amount of CGT relief available when a business is
disposed of on retirement. Details of these and other CGT changes are contained in a

separate Inland Revenue press notice. The measures have a full year cost of 815 million.

Stock issued at a discormt

17. New rules are being introduced for the tax treatment of stock issued by companies at
a discount. The lender will be taxed on the accrued income on disposal or red.emption of the
stock. The bonower will get relief for the discount annually on an accruals basis. A
separate Inland Revenue press notice gives detailed informatioo. fne change will cost about
Ê15 million in a full year.





credits

18. ÏVhere a trading company raises short-term finance by means of bills of exchange
accepted by a bank, the discount it suffers on the bills is usually allowable as a trading
expense under present law. Relief is, however, to be extended to cover certain cases where
it is not already available - eg where the company" is an investment company raising finance
for its trading subsidiaries. Relief is also to be given for the incidental costs of raising
finance in this way. A separate Inland Revenue press notice provides more detailed
information. The measure will have a full year cost of E1 million.

Interest on Er¡¡obo¡ds

19. The rules for deduction of tax at source from interest are to be changed to permit
interest on Eurobonds to be paid in certain circumstances without deduction of tax. The
borrower will now be able to get relief for the interest paid. The measure will cost
Ê2 million in a full year.

Loan Gr¡anantee Scheme

20. The Loan Guarantee Scheme was introduced in the lggl Budget and provides a
Government guarantee on 80 per cent of each loan made by the participating financial
institutions to small businesses. The total ceiling for lending under the scheme is to be
raised by 8300 million to Êó00 million and the scheme extended to certain tourist-related
and business training activities. Under the scheme some 91000 loans worth nearly
8300 million have been made, over half going to new businesses.

De minimis limit for assessment of apportioned utcoEe

ZL. Under the close comp¿rny rules, some or all of the investment income of close
companies may be apportioned among the members of the company in proportion to their
respective interests in the company. Any sum apportioned to an individual is treated âs his
income, and taxed accordingly. No tax is charged, however, if the amount apportioned to
him does not exceed the lesser of 8200 or 5 per cent of the amount apportioned to all
shareholders. The 1200 limit (which was last increased. in 19?3) will be increased to Ê11000

in respect of apportionments made for accounting periods ending after 5 April 1983.

Small industrial workshoo scheme

22. The 100 per cent initial allowance for small industrial workshops is being extended to
cover all industrial uníts in a converted building where the average size of att those units
does not exceed lr¿50 sq ft. A separate Inland Revenue press notice provides detailed
information.





Freeports

23. The report of the working party on freeports, under the chairmanship of the Economic
Secretary to the Treasury¡ was published on 3 March. In his Statement, the Chancellor
announced that the Government had accepted the report and witl implement its
recommendation for the introduction on an experimental basis of freeports in two or three
locations.

24. Legislation will be introduced in the Finance Bill to enable selected freeport sites to
be designated. There will be widespread consultation before the sites are chosen.
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NOTES FOR EDITORS

1. The main enterprise measures introduced in the l98Z Budget were improvements in the
Business Start-Up Scheme, new arrangements to ease the tax charge for the purchase of
own shares, changes to the tax reliefs for profit-sharing and share option schemes, and.

improvements in the reliefs for borrowing for investment in a close company, for
pre-trading expenditure and for retirement annuities. A new relief for business
contributions to approved enterprise agencies was introduced, while the ceiling for lending
under the Loan Guarantee Scheme was also increased. The main measures in the
1981 Budget were the introduction of the Business Start-Up and Loan Guarantee Schemes,
interest relief for loans to invest in partnerships and industrial co-operatives and an
extension of the venture capital scheme introduced in the 1980 Budget. The 1980 Budget
also included the introduction of Enterprise Zones and the small workshop scheme, together
with a reduction in the "small companies" rate of corporation tax from 42 per cent to 40 per
cent.

Z. On 3 March the Parliamentary Under Secretary of State for Industry announced that a
major campaign to publicise the assistance available to small businesses would commence on
18 March. The campaign will involve television and press advertising and will cost
[2.5 million, which will be met from within departments' existing financial allocations for
publicity.

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THE BUDGET 1983: INNOVATION AND TECHNOLOGY

In his Budget Statement today the Chancellor announced a number of measures - some

public expenditure, some tax - designed to encourage innovation and advanced. technology.

The measures are briefly described below.

Public e¡rpenditure: SEFIS

Z. The public expenditure measures will cost El85 million over the next three years. The

main item is the revival of the Small Engineering Firms Investment Scheme (SEFIS), which

will cost 8100 million over three years. The first allocation of 820 million (subsequently

increased to 830 million) announced in the 1982 Budget was quickly exhausted. A high

proportion of the first allocation went to firms in the West Midlands: the re-opening of the

scheme is expected to be of particular benefit to that region.

3. The Chancellor also announced further assistance to enable firms to evaluate the

benefits of computer aids for production management and for the development of new

software products. In addition¡ therç will be a new scheme of grants to support the initial
investment required to bring new and innovative products into production and an increase in

expenditure on the Department of Industry's manufacturing and design advisory services.

Details of all these measures will be announced, by the Secretary of State for Industry during

the Budget debates.

4. There are three tax measures, relating to capital allowances for rented teletext
televrsions and British films and the industrial buildings allowance.

Rented telete:t

5. The 100 per cent first year allowances for rented teletext sets are being extended for
a further year until May 1984. This will have a cost of E8 million in 1984-85 and f,lO million
in 1985-86. A separate Inland Revenue press notice gives more information.

ó. In addition, 100 per cent first year allowances for British-made films are being

extend.ed. until 198?. This extends the special transitional treatment introduced in the 1982

Budget, when capital allowances were withdrawn from all other films' This will cost

Ê30 million in 19g5-g6, Ezs million in 198ó-8? and Ê10 million in 198?-88, the last year of

the relief.

Industrial Buildings Allowance

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THE BUDGET 1983: HOUSING AND CONSTRUCTION

In his Budget Statement today, the Chancellor announced a number of measures designed to
assist the housing and construction industries. Among the measures on the tax side, there
will be an increase in the ceiling for mortgage interest relief to 8301000, together with
changes to the stock relief scheme, the small industrial workshop scheme, the industrial
buildings allowance and the development land tax regime. On the public expenditure side
there will be additional capital allocations for 'enveloping' schemes and increased eligible
expense limits for home improvement grants in 1983-84. The total cost of these measures

will be ÊllZ million in 1983-84, while the tax measures will have a full year cost of
8100 million. The following paragraphs explain the main features of the measures, with
references where appropriate to the Inland Revenue press notices providing further
information.

Mortease interest relief

Z. The mortgage interest relief limit is to be raised from Ê25,000 to 830,000 for l9B3-84.
In addition, mortgage interest relief is to be extended to self-employed people who are
under a contractual requirement to live in accommodation provided for them as part of the
terms of their trade, but who are buying a house of their own. The capital gains tax
exemption for owner-occupied houses is being similarly extended.

The Chancellor proposes in his Budget that Widowrs Bereavement
Allowance should be available to widows in the tax year following
the year of bereavementr âs well as the year of bereavement itself.
The amount of the allowance will also be increased, from 9880 to Ê1010.

V'7id.owts Bereavement Allowance u/as introduced in 1980 to assist widows
in the period followj-ng the death of theír husbands. It is at
present available to a widow against her income during the period
from the date of her husband's death to the end of that tax year.
The amount of the allowance is at present 9880 - the difference
between the single and married manrs allowances.

2. Extension of the allowance. Many widows do not have suffj-cient
taxable income of their own in the year of bereavement to benefit
f rom the allo\^rance. The Chancellorts proposal to extend the relief
to the following tax year as well will more than double the number
of widows who benefit. The number of widows benefitting will be
over 1001000, compared to the 451000 who benefit from the relief at
present. The extension of the retief will cost about 930 million in
a full year. The extension will t,ake effect from 6 April 1983, and
will be available to widows who have been bereaved since 5 April 1982.

3. fncrease in the amount of the allowance. The amount of the allowance
will increase by 8130, to Ê1010 - the di f ference between the single
and married allo$/ances under the new levels proposed by the Chancellor.
This means that a widow's total allowances (including single allowance)
will be the same as the marríed mants allowance in the year of
bereavement and the following year.

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MORTGAGE TNTEREST RELTEF : CHANGES FOR 1983/84

The Chancellor proposed in his Budget to extend mortgage interest
relief to certain self-employed taxpayers who are under a
contractual obligation to live in "job-reIated" accommodation
but are buying a home of their own. The details of the change
are set out beIow, along with other points which are relevant to
people with mortgages.

A. BUDGET CHANGE

People livincr in "Job-Related" Accommodation

1. Relief for mortgage interest paid by individuals is in
general available only in respect of the borro$/er's main residence.
Since 1977, relief has also been available in certain circumstances
for employees in respect of a property which they are buying but
which is not their principal residence because they live in
accommodation proviãed by their employers in relation to their
job. The capital gains tax exemption on gains from disposal of
á main residence was also extended to cover these cases. But
these provisions do not apply to people who are self-employed.

2. The Chancellor now proposes to extend the "job-related"
reliefs for mortgage interest and capital gains tax to self-
employed people under a contractual requirement to live in
acðommodalion provided for them as part of the terms of their
trade, profession or vocation but who are buying a home of
their o\^/n. These provl-sions will apply with effect from

The Chancellor proposes in hj-s Budget to make a number of changes
to Capital Gains Tax. They are as follows:-

i. an j-ncrease in the annual exempt amounts in
line with the Retail Pçlces Index. For 1983/84
an individual will be exempt on the first 95,300
and most trusts on the first 82,650, of capital
gains;

ii. an increase from g50,000 to 8100,000 in the
maximum amount of the relief available for those
who dispose of their business on retirement;

iii. an increase from 810r000 to 9201000 in the maximum
amount of the relief for those who 1et part of their
own house;

iv. an increase from 9101000 to 820,Ø00 in the limit
applying to the relief for small part di-sposals
of land;

v. the abolition of the small gifts exemption and
the facility for the payment of capital gains
tax by instalments;

vi. a relaxation j-n the treatment of gai-ns which arise
on overseas bank accounts held by those who are
resident but not domicilecl in this country; and

The Finance Bill r.,'i11 also contain admi.nistrative provisions
enabling companies to have all their hqldings of shares, and certain
other types of assets, treated under special rules for the purposes
of calculating the indexation allowance. This legislation was
announced by the Financial Secretary on 23 December 1982.

Annual exempt amount

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TAX MEASURES TO ASSIST CHARITIES

In his Budget Statement today the Chancellor announced three tax changes
to assist charities. These are briefly described below.

CapÍtal Tranqfeq Tax

2. At present transfers to a charity made wÍthin one year of death
are exemþt up to a total of 8250,000. For transfers made on or after
Budget day this limit is to be entj-re1y removed; as a result aII
outiigfrt -gifts and bequests to charitiés will in future be exõþt. .A
separáte inland Revenue press notj-ce covers this and other changes Ín
caþitat transfer tax. The change wi-ll have a full year cost of EI million.
CovenanLs
3. The Finance Act 1980 provided for income tax relief at rates above
the basic rate on covenanted payments to charities by individuals.
This was subject to a ceiling of relief on payments of E3'000 a year.
This ceiling of relief will be raÍsed to 95r000 a year. The change will
take effect for 1983-84 and subsequent years of assessment in relation to
payments made after 5 April 1983. AIt the other conditions for the
refief wÍll continue to apply. The change will have a full year cost of
E3 millÍon.
Secondment of staff
4. At present a company loses tax relief when it rnakes availal:le
to a ctraiitlt on a ternporary basis the services of one of
its employees. This is because of the general rule that a company may
deduct foi tax only expenditure incurred wholly and exclusively for _the
purpose of its businesÈ. Under present law the salary of a seconded
èmployee is not allowable because it does not satisfy this business
purpoËe test. The Chancellor announced that an exception to the general
rulä will provide tax relief for the employee's salary costs which a
company coñtinues to meet during the period of secondment to the charÍty.
The-new rule will apply to costs incurred on or after I April 1983.

NOTE TO EDTTORS

The Chancellor's previous Budgets have similarly contained measures to
assist charities and charitabte giving. The L9B2 Budget made documents
transferring assets to charities exempt from stamp duty and extinguished
charities' deferred development land tax liability on land developed
for its own use. The 1981 Budget provided new or extended VAT reliefs
for the disabled and charities and relaxed the conditions to be satisfÍed
by trusts for the disabled in order to obtain the capital gains annual
tãx exemftion applicable to indivíduals. The measures in the 1980 Budget
included a reductÍon in the minimum period required for deeds of covenant
in favour of a charÍty to qualify for tax reliefi an extension of tax
relief on covenanted þa1'ments to charities by individuals to the higher
rates of tax and the investment íncome surchãrge; made clear that gifts to

Charity Exemption

Domicile

A person who is domiciled in the united Kingdom is liable tocapital transfer tax on the transfer of proþerty wherever situated.rf he is domiciled outside the united Kingdom frã ís liable onlyon transfers of property Ín the united riñgdom. There are speãialrules for determining a person's domicj-Ie ior capital transfer taxpurposes. rn general a person is treated as beiãg domiciled inthe United Kingdom if he was so domiciled within Ëhree years ofthe transfer- 
- As an exception a person who subsequentry to beingdomiciled in the United Kingdom bãcomes domiciled in the Channelrslands or the rsle of Man is treated as being domÍciled here withoutlimit of ti-me.

There are some cases in which the deceased has given no indicationof how the burden of capital transfer tax is to be arlocated
among the items of property in the estate. The practice hasbeen that in those circumslances the tax attributable to freepersonal property in the united Kingdom is treated as a general
expense of the estate, but that attiibutable to land is Éorne bythe land itsel_f .

The court of session in scotland held recently that the taxattributable to land should also be treated a3 a general expense.That decision has created uncertainty elsewhere in the UnÍtedKingdom. The Finance Bill will therãfore contain provisj-on toapply the rule as Ia1d down for Scotland by the Coürt of Sessionto the rest of the United Kingdom.

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Settled propertv

The Chancellor proposes to make three changes whÍch relate to
the new rules for discretÍonary trusts introduced by the
Finance Act L982. These are:-
(i) Excluded propertv held in a sPecial trust

Under the new discretÍonary trust rules tax is charged at a time
based tapered flat rate when property leaves a special trust
(eg a temporary charÍtable trust or an emptoyee trust) unless the
próperty goes to an exempÈed recÍpÍent (eg a charity or an employee).
it is proþosed that, with effect from I March L982, the period
during which a special trust held excluded property (eg land outside
the Uñited KÍngdom held in a settlement made by a person domÍciled
outside the United Kingdom) Ís to be disregarded Ín calculatíng
the rate of tax.
(ii) Property moving between settlements

Section L2L of the Finance Act L982 provides that if property
moves directly from one settlement to another it is treated as
remaining comþrised in the first setttement for the purposes of
the new ãiscrétionary trust rules. The Section applies to movements
of property between settlements after 9 December I98f. It is
proþoséa tó provide with effect from Budget day that it will not
äpp1y in cerlain cases where a reversionary interest under a
settlement was settled on discretionary trusts before I0 December 1981.

(iii) Collection of adllitional tax on_ghargeable e-vents affecting
settled propertY.

The capital transfer tax code contaÍns provÍsÍons (Paragraph 23,
Schedule 4, Fj-nance Act 1975) which empovter the Board of Inland
Revenue, subject to certaÍn condítions, to adjust liabilities and
collect additional tax, with interest, in cases where too little
tax has been paid. The povter d.oes not extend to cases where
tax alreaay páid tras been accepted in ful1 satisfaction of the
Iiabilityr-and more than six years have elapsed from the date of
paymentt in the case of fraud, wilful default or neglect, the
six year period runs from the time the fraud etc became known to
the Board-. These provisions as they stand are not wholly adequate
for the new discretionary trust rules under which the rat'e of tax
charged on a trust may be affected by transfers made by a settlor-
It is therefore proposed with effect from I AprÍl f983 to make
paragraph 23 catãr áadÍtionally for the case where additional tax
is due [ecause of fraud, wilful defautt or neglect by the sett'Ior
of a discretionary trust.

In his Budget, the Chancellor proposes two changes in the industrial
buildings aLlowance:

Increase in non-quali fyinq expenditure

1. The industrial buildíngs allowance - consísting of'an initÍal
allowance of 75 per cent and annual wrÍting down allowances of
4 per cent - is gíven on buÍIdings which are used for industríal
purposes.

2. At present, a part of an industrial buildÍng may be used for
non-qualÍfyi¡g (ie non-industrial) purposesr wíthout any
restrictíon beíng made in the allowance for the building as
wholer so long as the expendÍture on that part does not exceed
10 per cent oi the expenditure on the whole buÍlding. T¡trhere the
expenditure on the non-qualifying part exceeds 10 per cent,
on3-y the'expenditure on the industrl-a1 part qualifies for the allowance.

3. The Chancellor proposes to increase to 25 per cent the
proportion of the expenditure which may be incurred on the
¡o¡-qualifying part, without restrictÍon of the allowance. Above
25 per cenL, only the expenditure on the industrial part wÍII
qualÍfy for the allowances.

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Small i.ndustrial workshop scheme

4. under the small industriar workshop scheme, which was
Íntroduced in 1980, small índustrial units qualífy for
100 per cent initial allowance (Ínstead of €he normal 75 per cent
initial allowance). The origj_nal scheme, whj_ch applied Lo
workshops of up to 2500 square feet, runs until 26 March thisyear; but Ít was extended last year until 26 March 1985 in
respect of very small unÍts not exceeding L25o square feet.
5. The chancellorrs proposal relates to self-cont,ained
workshops resulting from the conversion of existing buildÍngs,
such as old factories, mills and warehouses. rn the case of a
conversÍon, as opposed to the construction of a nev/ buildÍng,
there may be technical reasons, to do with the architecture
of the buildíng, \^rhy one or more of the workshops cannot be
designed sma1I enough to come withj-n the space Iimit. The
Chancellor proposes that, from 27 Marc.]n 1983, where the
average size of all the industrial units in a converted
buildÍng doeg not exceed L250 square feet, the expendíture onan industrial unit j-n that building which exceeds- Lz50 square
feet lvi1l also qualify for the 100 per cent initial allowance.

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CAPITAL ALLOWANCES FOR RENTED TELETEXT SETS

The Chancellor proposes in his Budget that rented teletext sets
should continue to qualify for 100 per cent first year allowances
until June 1984.

Under the changes to the Ie_asing rules Íntroduced in 1980 ' the
first year allówances for television sets purchased by traders
for rental are beÍng phased out. Thus, from I June L982, the
100 per cent fírst year allowance was reduced to 75 per cent,
and from I June 1983 is being reduced to 50 per cent. From
1 June L984, ordínary televisÍon sets - like other consumer
goods rented to private individuals - will qualify for
25 per cent annual wrÍting-down allowances.

Special transitional provÍsions apply, however, to teletext and
viewdata sets. For iiewdata sets, the 100 per cent first year
allowance runs on to June 1984. In his Budget last year, the
Chancellor extended until June 1983 the period during which
100 per cent fírst year allowances run on for teletext' sets.
The þresent proposal will put teletext on the sa¡ne basis as
viewdata - ie, 1OO per cent fírst year allowances continuing
until June 1984, '15 per cent fírst year allowances until June 1985,
and 50 per cent fÍrsL year allowancés until June 1986.

Teletext is a method of transmitting "frames" of informatÍon,
usÍng televisj.on broadcast transmissions. The present services
are called Ceefax (BBC) and Oracle (ITv).

Viewdata Ís a system for transmítting Ínformation stored in a
comþuterised data bank by tetephone IÍnes, and displaying it
on ã television screen at the command of the user. Prestel
Ís the name of the Post Office servíce.

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EXTENSION OF CARRY-BACK PERIOD FOR SURPLUS

The Chancellor proposes in hís Budget to progressively extend the
period over wfriótr ädvance corporation t.ax (ACT) which a company is
ünable to set against its corporation tax liability on its current
income (surplus ACT) may be carrj-ed back and set against tax
IiabÍlities of earlier years. From 1 April 1984 the maximum period
over'which surplus ACT may be carried back - at present two years
will be graduaify extendeãr so that for accounting periods ending
on or after 1 apiif 1987 a carry-back of up to six years wÍII be
allowed.

Background

1. !{hen a company makes a "qualifying distribution", for example
by payíng ä aividend, it has to pay ACT equal to a proportion
of tfrã dlstrÍbutÍon - so a company paying a dividend of 870
would at present be liable to ACT of 3/7ths x 870 = 830. The
ACT paid än dist,ributions made ín a company's accounting period
may ihen be set-off agaínst its liability to corporation tax for
thãt accountj-ng period. But the amount of ACT which may be set-
off in this way is lÍmited to a maximum of an amount of ACT whj-ch,
together with its associated dividendr'equals the company'9
taiable income for that accounting period. If the ACT paid
exceeds this amount, lhe excess is known as "surplus ACT".

2. A company may claim that this surplus ACT be treated as if it were
eCf pãid-on ãistributions made in accounting periods beginning in
the Lwo years preceding that accounting period so that it can be
set-off I agaiñ wíttrin-the limit mentioned above against the
corporation tax charged. for those periods. In other words, the
surþlus ACT can be cárried back for up to ] Years. Any surplus
ACT still remaining is then carrÍed forward and treated as if Ít
were paid on distributions made in the next accounting period.

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COI'lPAllY FINANCE: EUROBONDS AND ACCEPTANCE CREDïTS

The Chancellor proposes in his Budget to introduce new rules

(A) to enáble companiês to pay intêfest on Eurobonds without
deduction of tax, and to receive tax relief for the interest;
(B) to provide relief for discounts suffered by companies on
bilts of exchange accepted by banks (acceptance credits).

A. Eurobonds

1. In January the Inland Revenue published a consultative document
(Tax Treatment of Interest Paid by Companies to Non-Residents)
outlining possible changes to enable UK companies to pay Eurobond
i-nterest to non-resi-dents without deduction of tax.

2. The Chancellor proposes to introduce legislation in the Finance Bill
to permit companies to pay interest on bearer bonds without deduction

NOTES FOR EDITORS

Eurobonds

The proposed changes will enable UK companies to issue Eurobonds.
The existing rul-es on deduction of tax effectively prevent this
because the Eurobond market d.eals in bearer bonds and interest is
paid gross. This means that at present uK companies wishing to
issue Eurobonds have to do so through an overseas subsidiary. The
proposal to allow uK borrowers to pay certain types of interest
gross should enable UK borrowers to get better terms from foreign
lenders and UK companies to make Eurobond issues in the London
market without the cost and inconvenience of setting up foreign
finance subsidiaries.

Acc tance credits

Acceptance credits have become a recognized and widely used
alternative form of borrowing to short term bank arrangements.
There have however been some circumstances in which the <l.iscount
payable may not (unlike interest on an ordinary loan) qualify for
tax relief. The proposal removes this anomaly, and at the same time
ensures that relicf wiII be qiven for incidental costs of raising
bill finance in thís ü/ay.
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TA)(ATION OF INTERNATIONAL BUSTNESS

The Chancellor proposes in his Budget'to enable a charge
to corporatj-on tax to be ímposed on certain UK resident
companies wÍth interests in UK controlled companies
resident in low tax countries. Legislation, which will
take effect from 6 April 1984, wÍII be contained in thÍs
yearrs Finance BÍ11. The Chancellor does not propose to
proceed this year with any measures on company residence
or upstream loans.

Background

These related issues \¡rere dÍscussed in the consultati.ve
document "Taxation of International BusÍness" published
by the Inland Revenue in December L982. The Chancellor's
proposals have been formulated in the light of the response
to that document.

Controlled foreign compan ies in low tax countries

The December 1-982 consultatíve document proposed measures
to counter the use of controlled foreign companies
in Iow tax countries where avoidance of Ut< tax was the
mainr or one of the main, purposes of the activities. ft
contained draft clauses which would enable a charge to
corporation tax to be imposed on certain UK companies with
at least a 10 per cent interest in foreign companies under UK
control but resident in a 1ow tax country. Representations
made on the draft clauses have been carefully consj-dered and
a number of changes will be made in response to them.
Details of the changes will be announced at the time of publication
of the Finance 8i11.

Company residence

The December 1982 document announced the Governrnent's deci-sion
not to proceed with a statutory definition of company residence.
It also stated that the Government intend to bring forward
specific measures to deal with arrangements which take
advantage of the currenÈ company residence ru1es.

TN LOW TAX COUNTRIES

The legj-slatÍon on controlled foreign companies which wj-lI be
contained in the Finance BiIl retains the defÍnition of a

"Iower leve1 of taxation" provided by clause 3 of the draft
legÍslation published in the December L982 consultative
doðument "Taxation of fnternational Business". This means
that an overseas company will be subject to a lower level
of taxatíon íf the tax paÍd in íts country of residence
on profits arising Ín añ accounting period (the local tax)
is less than one half of the notional United Kingdom tax
(computed without credit for the local tax) that would' have
been-payable for the accounting period had the company been
resident Ín thÍs countrY.

Once the legÍslation is enacted it is proposed to publish
a list of cóuntries which will not be regarded as "Io\nt tax" countries
for this purpose. A fínal list cannot be prepared at thís stage
since ít must depend on the details of the legislatíon as enacted.
In any event it ñas not yet been possible to examine the relevant
laws õf a1l overseas couñtries which may appear on a final list.
But the Government have decided that¡ subject to these necessary
qualifications, a provisional list (attached) should be made
ãvailable nov¡, befóre the legíslation j-s introduced. A definítÍve
list will be published as soon as possible after' the FÍnance
Bill receives Royal Assent.

A company which is resident in and carrying on business in a
country witfrin Part I of the líst .would be excluded from the
applicãtion of the proposed legislation. !{here the country
of- residence appears ín Part II, the company would be
similarly exclüãed provided Ít is not subject to any relief
et,c specÍf ied in column 2.

If a company is resident in a country not on the list t ot if
it is enlítled to one of the reliefs specified in Part ÏI,
it does not of course follow that a charge would be made
in respect of it.

The Chancellor also proposes measures, following a Consultative
Document issued in May L982, to relax the rules relgting to PRT
relief for expenditure on assets with shared use (such as pipelines)
and, as a corollary, to ch'arge related receipts (such as pipeline
tarÍffs) to PRT, subject to an exempt allowance. This new regime
will clear up uncertainties in the present position, and encourage
the shared use of these assets.

Previous historv of oil tax chanqes

Following the substantial increases in oil prices in L979/8Or the
Government Íntroduced supplementary pet,roleum Duty j-n the r98r
Budget to advance a proportion of tax receipts to the early years
of production. and to make a smaller permanent increase in Lake.
SPD was charged at 2OZ on gross revenues from production after
an oil allowance of r million tonnes a year. rt was introduced
on a temporary basis j-n order to give the oil industry an opportunity
to suggest alternative ways of raising a similar tevel of revenue if
there was a better structure.
In the 1i9ht of the industryrs representations on structure, the
L982 Budget brought SPD to an end as from 31 December L982. From the
same date the rate of PRT was raised from 70 to 75rø and a system of
advance payments (APRT) introduced to accelerate the receipl of pRT
into the early years of field life. APRT like. SPD was set at 2OZ
on gross revenues less an oil allowance of I miIlÍon tonnes, but unlike
SPD it is credited in full against normal PRT liabilities when theyarisê and if it cannot be set off in this way within five years it isrepaid and no further APRT is collected.
DÍscussions with the oil industry
As well as criticising the structure of the regime the oil industry
argued that the level of taxation was discouraging activity on theContinental She1f. Ministers therefore authorised discussions betweenthe UK Offshore Operatorsr Association and officials of Treasüïy,
rnland Revenue anã oepartment of Energy t.o establish the rikelyprofitability of future development. Detailed discussions havé been
held wÍth UKOOA and individual operators about future projects and
in the 1i9ht of these, the Chancellor has concluded some additionalreliefs to impr:ove incentives for future offshore development arejustified. There are three aspects to his proposals.
(a) Phase out of APRT

No evidence has been provj-ded which suggests that existing fieldsare,not in general making attractive profits under the present
reEimer ât present oÍ1 prices. But in the light of currentpressures on the oil industry's cash frow the chancellor has
decided to phase out the acceleration of pRT thfough the ApRT
system to provide some easement in cash flow over Lhe next fewyears, to help fÍnance new development.

(b) Rell.efs for 'future fields
Bemoving.royaltì.es and doubling the PRT oÍ1 allowance for futurefierds wil-I mean that there will be no imposts on Èf¡èse Íiefað- -
not related to profÍtsr rlo special taxes paid before costs have
been recovered out of Íncome and no speciãl taxes on production
gp to the substantial lever of r million tonnes a year'per
field.

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These future field reliefs will not apply to Southern Basin or
onshore fields, because the available evidence does not suggest
that they are needed, but these fields will benefit from the phase
out of aÞnt and the new relief for exploration and appraisal.
However, the evidence on Southern Basin fields is limited and the
Government will be holding further discussions with the industry
on this. In order not to delay development, fields developed after
today will benefit from any extension eventually agreed to be
justified.

(c) þlief for exploration and aopraisal

New activity will also be assisted by the additional reliefs for
exploration and apprai-saI (tfre latter will become increasingty
imþortant as nevi fields become smaller and more complex).

PRT expenditure reliefs on shared assets and taxation of related receípts

It has been generally recognized in the light of developments that the
existing rulãs for PRT relief for expenditure on shared assets h/ere
becoming increasingly inappropriate. In particular, there was a

danger Lftrt fy restricting relief when assets were or \^lere likely to
be ãhared, thêy could infrinit sensible and desirable arrangements for
sharing existing assets, such as pi-pelJ-nes, and so defer or prevent
the development of some future, smaller fields (for which the cost of
eg laying their own pipelines could be prohibitive).

The removal of the present restriction on relief will give considerable
berÉit to the industry (not precisely quantifiable but, as compared
to the likely effect oi current law, running to some hundreds of million
pounds over a period of years). The taxation of receipts, such as
Lariffs, from èuch assets is the corollary of the more generous reliefs
proposed, but its incj-dence will be substantially abated by the
þroþosed throughput allowance which is avaÍIable to the owner of the
assets for each field making use of the assets.

These proposals, taken together with the minor proposals, are estimated
to cost e,tfsm in L9B3/84 and over E2OOm a year on average over the
four year period 1983/84 to 1986/87.

forecast method has meant having to adJust the benefit increases due a year later.
whether the adJustrnent htas upr¡¡ards or downwards it invariabJ.y Led to strong public
criticism and to confusion.

"The hj-storic - or actual - method avoids the possibility of forecasting error and
therefore the need for l-ater adjustment of uprating increases. rt repraces doubt
with certainty based on fact, The Labour Government last used this ¡nethod in 1975.
They then decided to change the method because they did not wish to include in the
reckoning for the 1976 uprating a period of high inflation which pensioners had
recently suffered,' They left an B months' gap in their cal-cuLations from which they
saved Ê500 mill-ion - equivarent to Ê1 biLLion at todayls prices.

BENEFTT IMPRO\ÆMEN:TS

Mr Fov¿ler said that there were eleven najor benefit improvenents announced in the
Budget:

Families

"First, chil-d benefit is to be uprated in November by I1.1 per;cent. This wil-L take
the rate to Ê6.50 a week, an increase of 65p, which is substantiatly more than
necessary to protect the November 1982 leveL of the benefit. Indeed the increase
will more than restore the Apri! 1979 value which the Govern¡nent inherited and the
new rate will represent the hiqhest value sÍnce child benefit was introduced.

"Second, one-parent benefit will- be simil-arly increased - by 11 per cent - to 84.05
taking it to its highest ever value in real terms.

"These decisions demonstrate in a practical way the importance we attach to support
for families generally and to giving extra help towards the special needs of one-
parent families.

The Elderly

"Third, Èhe main capital limit in the supplementary benefits scheme is to be raised
from Ê2,500 to Ê3,OOO. This is the second increase of Ê500 in this LÍmit in
successi'¿e years. It was raised fron E2tO00 Lo 821500 in Novernber 1982. In the
course of a year, therefore, the main capítal disregard wilJ- have risen by Ê1,000 -
a 50 per cent increase.

"FotI![, the capital tiJnit which applies to single payments under the suppl-ementary

benefit scheme is to be raised also - fron Ê300 to Ê500. The new ]-imit will atlow
more people to qualify for a single papent rather than have to use up some of their
small savings when a speciaJ" need arises.

"Fifth, a ne\^¡ disregard of capital is to be introduced into the supplementary benefits
scheme. Up to now, the surrender value of a life assurance policy has been treated
as capital and set against the main capital limit. In future, up to gtr500 surrender
value will be ignored. Any amount above that wil-L count towards the new, main

"Those three changes witl aLL take effect in November 1983. They represent a clear
indication of the Goverrunent's concern not to penalise thrift and to he1p people with
,smali- savings or a modest ]-ump sum redundancy pa)¡ment when they are most in need of
help.

Early retirement

"Sixth, from 5 April men over 60 will no longer be required to attend, an Unempl-oyment

Benefit, Qffice to sign on as unemployed and make themselves available for work, if
their only reason for doing so is to obtain national insurance credits, particularly
to protect their State basic pension rights. Instead, they will be given the
necessary credits automatical-Ly, under regulations to be made shortly. This wil-l
relieve some 901000 people of the requirement to sign on. Details wítl be available
at Unemployment Benefit Offices at the end of this month.

"Seventh. a further measure designed to help this age group is that some B0rO00 men

over 60, whether sick, disabled or unemployed, will- be etigibl_e for the long-term
rate of suppJ-ementary benefit immediatel-y instead of having to wait for one year on

the lower short-terrn rate. This change will- take place in June, as soon as the
necessary amending regulations have been introduced. In addition, we shall remove

the requirement for those over 60 to register as unemployed. The extra benefit witl

"Eighth, the 5 per cent abatenent of the uprating of unemployment benefit inÈroduced

in 1980 is to be made gogd at the next uprating in November. This will help some

900,000 beneficiaries and their families at a cost of about Ê20 mitlion in LgB3/84

and 860 miltion Ln I9B4/85.

Sick and disabl-ed people and war pensioners

rrNinth , steps are to be taken to remove the so-cal,led invalidity trap. At present,
people receiving inval-idity benefit cannot qual-ify for the long-term rate of
supplementary benefit. The decision to aLlow men over 60 to qualify for tn*e long-
term rate irmnediately wil-l remove the effects of the trap on them. This witl benefit
37,000 people over 60. fn addition 30,000 peopLe under 60 will- be removed from the
trap from November 1983. A year in receipt of incapacity benefits wil-L be counted

as meeting the qualifying period for eI-igibil-ity to the higher long-term rate. This

"Tenth, the Government intends to íntroduce more flexible ¡rrov isions for war pensÍoners

with mobiJ-ity needs by introducing a cash mobilit S t in ptace of the existing

vehicle scheme which wiLl be progressively phased out. This suppJ-ement will- be set

at a rate 82.10 a week higher than the civil.ian mobility allowance (Ê18.30 a week at

present), thus maintaining the traditional- war pensioners' preference. Recipients

of the new supplement will be able to choose how to provide for their rnobility needs -
they will be abLe to use this money to run a car, or to obtain greater mobility by

other means. If they wish to run a car of their own they wil-l- be able to take

advantage of the !4otabil"ity leasing arrangements. About 11'000 war pensioners wíl-l

be entitled to the new su¡lplement. Of these, some 700 do not drive now. They are

unable to benefit under the ¡lresent arrangements, which provide a car or a cash sum

for the upkeep of the pensioners's o!çn car, but a cash allowance wiIJ- help them.

Details of the new scheme wiLl be given in due course.

"Eleventh, the therapeu tic earninqs Limit (at present Ê20) is the amount which peopJ-e

on incapacity benefits (such as invalidity benefit) can earn before their benefit is

withdrawn, so long as the work done wÍ11, not prejudice their recovery. The ability

to earn some money without loss of benefit al-lows people to ease theÍr way back into

work, and can be a useful aspect of rehabilitation.

rfThe royalty concession, and the other measures announced by the Chancellor,
are nade after detailed study of the views expressed by the industry about lack
of fiscal incentives to encourage development of the snaller, more marginal
future generation of offshore fields. I now look for an early and positive
responÉ¡e from the Licensees concerned.rr

BACKGROUND NOTES

1. The Southern Basin fields excluded are those oil and gas fieldq situated
wholly offsþore and in designated areas East of the UK, Soutir of 55oN anA
North of 12"N. The Llnited evidence available suggests that the Southern Basin
fields are like1y to be profitable on the basis of the present fiscal regime.

2. The new royalty concession is not related to the provisions in
Section 41$) of the Petroleun and Submarine Pipelines Act 19?5 lyl]nich gives the
Secretary of State discretionary powers to award ta:c-free refunds of royalty
already paid where he considers it expedient to do so. Thus the netd concession
will apply automatically without the licenseee having to satisfy the Secretary of
State in each individual case of the need for it but there will be no question
of the licensees concerned receiving royalty relief for the purpo6e6 of income
tæc, corporation tarc and petroleun revenue tax.

t. For seaward licences issued under the first Four Rounds of licensing,
royalty is payable by the Licensees at the rate of 12$ per cent of the gross
value (as determined for PRT purposes) of petroleum produced less, in each ca6e,
a 6uül in respect of the cost of conveying and treating that petroleum.

For'seaward licencee iseucd tn the tr.üth and later Rounde of 3.ÍcensÍng,
royalty at the rate of 12$ per cent of the gross value (as determined for PRT
purposes) of Petroleun is also payable but no deduction can be made for costs.

Ihe model clauses incoiporated in the licences enpolrer the Secretary of
State for Energy to require a licensee to deLiver royalty in kind rather than in
cash up to a maximum of 12i- per cent of petroleum won and saved from a licensed
area during six monthJ-y chargeable periods.
