Premier hua's V i s i t to tfestern Eurone 


The Prime M i n i s t e r s a i d that Premier Hua, who was 
now i n the middle of h i s v i s i t to the United Kingdom, had 
t o l d her how pleased he had been with h i s t a l k s with the 
Chancellor i n Bonn, ohe had h e r s e l f discussed the i n t e r ­
n a t i o n a l scene with him on Monday and Tuesday and was due 
to discuss b i l a t e r a l issues with him the f o l l o w i n g day. 
ohe had f i r s t net Premier Hua i n Peking three years ago 
and had been struck then by how very much he was i n com­
mand. His nresent v i s i t had served to confirm that impres­
s i o n . U n t i l h i s present v i s i t to Western Surope ho had 
not p r e v i o u s l y been to a ,/estern country. Yet he was hand­
l i n g the v i s i t with remarka )le s e l f - c o n f i d e n c e and ease of 
manner. H3 had given her a d e t a i l e d account of h i s view 
of the p o s i t i o n i n a very wide range of cou n t r i e s : he seemed 


to have considerable knowledge of what was happening even 


i n r e l a t i v e l y obscure s t a t e s . In t a l k i n g about the i n e v i ­


t a b i l i t y of war with the Soviet Union, he had tempered 


s l i g h t l y the view which he had taken three years e a r l i e r 


when he had t o l d the Prime M i n i s t e r that he thought that 


she was too s o f t on t h i s . But the weakness of h i s present 


argument was h i s assumption that i  f the Soviet Union 


attacked China, NATO would attack the Soviet Union.

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I t was not c l e a r why he made t h i s assumption since i t was 


c l e a r that China would not a u t o m a t i c a l l y come to the help 


of the //est i f the Soviet Union attacked us. She had t o l d 


him that, i n her view, the Soviet Union, faced with NATO 


f i r m i n the West and with China i n the Bast, were probing 


the s o f t underbelly which ran through Afghanistan, Iran 


and other Middle Eastern countries i n t o the A f r i c a n 


c o n t i n e n t . 


Chancellor Schmidt s a i d that he agreed with the Prime 


M i n i s t e r ' s assessment of Premier Hua's q u a l i t i e s . He had 


found him c l e v e r and wise, with the outlook of a much b i g ­


ger man than he had expected. He had been deeply impressed 


by Premier Hua. China had come a very long way since the 


death of Mao. I t had been not i c e a b l e that Premier Hua had 


not mentioned Mao's name once i n h i s speeches i n the 


Federal Republic. He had given h i s German hosts an assured 


and d e t a i l e d assessment of Sino/Soyiet r e l a t i o n s , which 


he had s a i d was not h i s personal a n a l y s i s alone, but the 


j o i n t a p p r e c i a t i o n of the Chinese leadership as a whole. 


I t was the Chinese view that there would not be a war w i t h 


the Soviet Union i n the TjBOs. They were confident i n 


t h e i r judgement that the Soviet Union would never dare to 


i n i t i a t e a war on two f r o n t s . Premier Hua had s a i d that 


China could separate Eastern S i b e r i a from the r e s t of Russia 


by c u t t i n g t h e i r r a i l w a y s . The Soviet Union knew that they 


could not destroy a l l of China's m i s s i l e forces and so the 


prospect of a r e t a l i a t o r y s t r i k e against Soviet c i t i e s 


deterred then from a t t -eking China. In making t h i s f r e s h 


a p p r a i s a l of the s t r a t e g i c r e l a t i o n s h i p between China and 


the Soviet Union the Chinese were i n e f f e c t abandoning 


t h e i r own propaganda. Premier Hua had also t o l d him that 


the Chinese had thoroughly analysed the Soviet s t r a t e g i c " 


p o s i t i o n before they undertook what they had termed the 


self-defence operation i n Vietnam. They had been confident 


that the Soviet Union would not intervene i n response to 


China's involvement, and t h e i r assessment had boon proved 


r i g h t i n the event. 
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The  r . r i ^ e M i n i s t e r s a i d that she had found Premier 


Hun r a t h e r uncertain about the present s i t u a t i o n i n South 

Liost Asia, oho had t o l d him that the United Kingdom regar 


ded Pol Pot as a c r u e l and barbarous d i c t a t o r - She had 

not, hov/ever, mentioned to Premier Hua that the United 


Kingdom would have to reconsider before very long whether 


we should continue to recognise P o l Pot. His regime was 


no longer i n c o n t r o l of the whole of Kampuchea, and there 


might be a case f o r r e c o g n i s i n g n e i t h e r him nor the regime 

of Heng j'.imrin f o r the time being. Chancellor Schmidt 


added that i n d e c i d i n g what to do about r e c o g n i t i o n , i t 

would be important to take account of the views of the 
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
