ANGLO/GERMAN CONSULTATIONS: vOUR VISIT TO 

BONN ON 31 OCTOBER 


You decided i n August t h a t you wished t o l i m i t the M i n i s t e r i a l ^ , 

p a r t y accompanying you t o Bonn f o r the next round of the Anglo/ 

German c o n s u l t a t i o n s t o the Foreign and Commonwealth Secretary 

and the Chancellor of the Exchequer. 


On r e c e i v i n g h i s i n s t r u c t i o n s incorporating; your d e c i s i o n , 

HM Ambassador i n Bonn, Sir 0. Wright, sent t o the Foreign and 

Commonwealth Secretary a telegram analysing the i m p l i c a t i o n s , 

as he saw them, of your wish to be accompanied by only two 

Mi n i s t e r s . He expressed some anxiety about the l i k e l y German 

r e a c t i o n . I r e f r a i n e d from s u b m i t t i n g S i r 0. Wright's telegram 

t o you u n t i l I was assured the Foreign and Commonwealth 

Secretary endorsed the case being made f o r some expansion of 

the p a r t y . I have now been t o l d t h a t Lord Carrington considers 

there i s much f o r c e i n the arguments i n the Ambassador's 

telegram (copy attached) and t h a t he hopes you w i l l be prepared 

to look at the composition of the p a r t y again. 


Would you be prepared t o accept, i n the l i g h t of the 

p o i n t s made by S i r 0. Wright, t h a t ­

(a) the Secretary of State f o r Defence should be 

added t o the party?(Mr. Pym has a meeting w i t h h i s 

French and German colleagues a f o r t n i g h t before your 

v i s i t t o Bonn but there w i l l be b i l a t e r a l t o p i c s t h a t 

cannot be covered at t h i s meeting); 


(b) the Secretary of State f o r Energy should be 

included? ( I understand t h a t the Foreign and 

Commonwealth Secretary t h i n k s the case f o r Mr. Howell's 

i n c l u s i o n i s less strong than t h a t f o r Mr. Pym.); 


(c) a decis i o n about the i n c l u s i o n of Mr. Walker 

should be held over u n t i l we see whether the Germans, 

as hosts, propose t o include the CAP and/or the CFP 

on the agenda f o r the meeting? (The Federal M i n i s t e r 
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of A g r i c u l t u r e Mr. E r t l , i s pressing f o r h i s 

i n c l u s i o n on the German team.) 


My own view i s t h a t i n general the arguments f o r keeping 

p a r t i c i p a t i o n i n b i l a t e r a l meetings t o a minimum are very 

strong. But the case can be made f o r regarding c o n s u l t a t i o n s 

of the k i n d t a k i n g place i n Bonn next month as a s e r i e s of 

b i l a t e r a l s under your aegis between members of your Government 

and t h e i r opposite numbers. Your own b i l a t e r a l w i t h Herr Schmidt 

need only be i n t e r r u p t e d t o the extent th a t you wish t o receive 

r e p o r t s from your M i n i s t e r s about the progress they have made. I f 

the meeting; i s viewed i n t h i s way, the arguments against 

expansion of the p a r t y become, perhaps, s l i g h t l y less strong.
