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The attached paper issued at 1630 hours on 27 May 1982 contains

information and suggested'lines to take on the following -

1. Security Council Resolution 505
2. Participation in the World Cup
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i Security Council Resolution 505

SCR 505 which was adopted unanimously by the Security Council yesterday
(26 May) calls on the Secretary General to renew his efforts to find a
peaceful solution, to contact both parties immediately with a view to
negotiating mutually acceptable terms for a cease fire, and to submit
an interim report to the Security Council within a week. The text of
the Resolution and Sir Antony Parsons' explanation of the UK vote in

favour are attached.

Britain welcomes SCR 505, as it welcomes any mechanism which offers the
chance of achieving Argentine withdrawal by diplomatic means but in view
of the Argentine record in previous negotiations is not unduly optimistic
about the outcome of the Secretary General's efforts. The Secretary

General has also said that he regards his task as extremely difficult.

The Resolution three times reaffirms SCR 502, (the text of which is
attached) and Sir A Parsons has made it quite clear that for the UK
'the only acceptable condition for a ceasefire is that it should be
unequivocally linked with an immediate commencement of Argentine
withdrawal®. He also made it clear that 'the situation has changed
since the Secretary General reported to the Council on 21 May .......
We cannot now accept that Argentine withdrawal be linked in anyway to
parallel British withdrawal®.

2. British Participation in the World Cup

There is to be an adjournment debate this evening (27 May) on Government

policy regarding participation by British teams in the World Cup. The
Government's policy remains to discourage all sporting contact either
in the UK or in Argentina but sees no objection to British teams or
individuals competing in any international events held elsewhere where
Argentina may be represented. The Argentines are the aggressors and
very many people would think it strange if our teams withdrew from

the World Cup as a result of their actions and a withdrawal might also
be misinterpreted abroad. Nevertheless, some people have queried the
morality of participation and the final decision is for the football

authorities and the individual players concerned.
