
g. P  r j ce C o m r i s s i o n - The S e c r e t a r y of S t a t e f o r Trade 
r e f e r r e d to a minute he had s e n t you s e e k i n g agreement to 
immediate a b o l i t i o n of the P r i c e Commission. You d i r e c t e d 
t h a t the Government s h o u l d not t a k e p r e c i p i t a t e d e c i s i o n s 
of t h i s n a t u r e but advised that, he s h o u l d immediately s e e 
whether i t would he a p p r o p r i a t e , u s i n g such powers as he had, 
to put a stop to any c u r r e n t i n v e s t i g a t i o n s where t h i s seemed 
d e s i r a b l e .
