I s a i d that I wished General Walls to have d i r e c t 
access to you .just as the C h i e f s of S t a f f have to me i n 
t h i s country. I t would not be necessary f o r him to go 
through others to o b t a i n that access. General Walls w i l l 
a l s o of course on occasion be present when you are seeing 
Bishop Muzorewa. 

You s a i d that you saw no d i f f i c u l t y i n the above.
