It will be a long time before I forget the superb
arrival ceremony or the delightful musical entertainment
after dinner in the evening.

I also greatly valued the opportunity to discuss
together with you the many difficulties our two countries
face. I was much encouraged by the similarity of our

approach to so many issues. I hope we can continue to

keep in the closest contact - in particular on the present

crisis in Iran.
Finally, thank you for your memoir and for the book

of satellite photographs - both, in their different ways,
