3. The Prime Minister hopes to be able to visit the Stalls,
including the one at which the Tricia Murray book will be
on sale, at the end of the Employment Debate (3.30 pm
on Wednesday 8th October). Olaf Kier and Oswald Davies
both of whom have also given financial backing to the
book, will be at the Stand, on the afternoon of 8th October.

4. I gave no undertaking to Sir John that the Prime Minister
would be able to visit the Stalls after the Employment
Debate on 8th October, even though it was her hope that
she would be able to do so that afternoon.

However, Kier and Davies are coming down specially to
Brighton that afternoon, and it would be nice if the
Prime Minister was able to shake their hands.
