IRA AND THE IRISH NATIONAL L IBERATION ARMY (A SPLINTER L E F T I S T 
GROUP) HAVE CLAIMED R E S P O N S I B I L I T Y . THE PROVISIONAL IRA HAS 
ALSO CLAIMED RESPONSIB IL ITY FOR THE DEATH BY AMBUSH BOMBING 
OF AT LEAST 18 SOLDIERS AND ONE C I V I L I A N IN NORTHERN IRELAND 
YESTERDAY, I RE ITERATE IN THE STRONGEST TERMS THE CONDEMNATION 
0 : THE U S GOVERNMENT OF ALL GROUPS OR ORGANISATIONS WHICH 
TEEN THEIR GOALS !.N NORTHERN IRELAND THROUGH V IOLENCE. WE KNOW 
THE OVER-WHELMING MAJORITY OF PEOPLE OF IRELAND, BOTH NORTH' . 
AND SOUTH, ABHOR VIOLENCE AND WE AGAIN URGE ALL AMERICANS TO 
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
