It has been a long, hard haul but the result can give satisfaction
to us all. As you say, there is now a great opportunity for
the people of Zimbabwe to rebuild their country after the trials
of the past years. I am glad to have your assurance that
Tanzania will do whatever it can to support the Government'of
. Zimbabwe in the heavy tasks they face. We shall certainly play
our full part.
