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Lord Hunt has now reported to me on his recent visit
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to South Africa. I was most interested to hear his very
full account of your meetings. I would like to say how
grateful I am to you and your colleagues for devoting so

much time to your talks with Lord Hunt and for speaking soO

frankly to him.

From my point of view, I hope from yours too, it has been
valuable to have this opportunity of setting out our thoughts
on different subjects to you directly and in some detaill.

The talks have given us a much clearer understanding of

your Government's position. This has been a very worthwhile

exchange. Thank you for suggesting 1it.
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
