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Meetings between the Opposition and Senior
Civil Servants in a Pre-Electoral Period

Governments of both Parties have allowed some contact between
senior civil servants and Opposition leaders in the period of a
run-up to a General Election. In practice this has been
interpreted as after an election has been called or within six
months of the end of a Parliament, whichever is the earlier.

One main purpose of such contacts is if the Opposition wish
to inform themselves on factual questions of departmental organisation

and structure or to keep senior civil servants abreast of
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organisational changes which might be contemplated. Equally,

discussion of policies which the Opposition might wish to introduce
———

immediately is permissable: but clearly there should be no
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discussion of the Government-of-the-day's policies. Thus the
objective is to enable the Opposition to let senior civil servants

have some idea of their plans so as to enable any early changes to

be made as smoothly as possible if the election results in a change

of government.

In the nature of things the number of people concerned in
such matters, both within the Opposition itself and within the
Civil Service, is extremely limited. The initiative for arranging
Such contacts lies with the Leader of the Opposition to approach
the Prime Minister on the general issue. Thereafter "Shadow"
Ministers should approach Permanent Secietaries only with the

kno@ledge of the Leader of the Opposition.
