Greek Cypriot Leadership Prospects: On the basis of personal
oEservatEon and on highly congidential discussions with a few
Greek Cypriot leaders, Ambassador Stone is increasingly concerned
about the health of President Kyprianou and the prospects for
his continuing in office, His undefined illness is characterized
by an inability to make decisions apparently stemming from his
own sense of insecurity. (8)

Stone cites deterioration in Kyprianou's ability to control the
functioning of his hands and apparent deterioration in his overall
awareness. During recent meetings with Prime Minister Thatcher,
Ryprianou appeared drugged or highly sedated and his mental processes
severely slowed. In dealing with.some of his principal associates,
our ambassador has been told that the president has broken down,
cried, and bagged his associates to continue to support him.
