Deeply concerned with the grave risks that
weigh upon the prospects for peace, I reiterate the warm
appeal made by Brazil to the Governments of the United
Kingdom and of the Republic of Argentina to find, for the
present crisis, a solution in accordance with the interests
of peace and of the two countries. With the same purpose, I
am sending a message to President Leopoldo Galtieri, in
which I renew Brazil's disposition to contribute to a peace-
ful solution for the present crisis.

Bearing in mind the efforts under way and

the will shown by the Brazilian Government to do all within

its power to find a satisfactory solution for the present
problem I stress that it is particularly important that the
parties concerned show effective restraint so that sufficient

time is left for conciliatory avenues to be explored.
