I could not help continue thinking gbout the currency
book and enclose some further, in part rather important
additions. I mpust now try to forget about it and turn
to the final chapter and postscript to L.L.& L. which

I hoped to do here.

I encounter everywhere over here complaints about
the unavailability of the IEA jublications and the
inefficiency of your American sales agent, "Transatlanti
tic Arts" I believe. Thoug most interested people have
heard of my paper, many compl,in that they cannot get
it, that your agent does not even seem to have a tele-
phone tgrough which they are in the habit or ordering
::oks, 3tc. It seems that this rosition ought to be
proved.
