The Inland Revenue Pre s s Release and C o n s u l t a t i v e Document on Car Tax 

as Perks 


1. The Prime M i n i s t e r was concerned t h a t n e i t h e r she, the Paymaster 

General nor the C h i e f P r e s s S e c r e t a r y at No. 10 had r e c e i v e d a copy 

of these documents i n advance f o r e i t h e r comment or i n f o r m a t i o n . She 

f e l t t h a t documents of t h i s nature must i n f u t u r e be seen before a 

d e c i s i o n on p u b l i c a t i o n was made. 


2. The documents, because of paragraph 2 of the P r e s s Release and 

paragraph 12 of the C o n s u l t a t i v e Paper, suggested that s i g n i f i c a n t 

a c t i o n was l i k e l y to be taken i n the near f u t u r e . As a matter of 

p r i n c i p l e the Prime M i n i s t e r f e l t t h a t s i g n i f i c a n t t a x a t i o n changes 

should be done through the Budget r a t h e r than by Order. 


3. The Prime M i n i s t e r was concerned t h a t , f o r the m i l l i o n or so people 

w i t h a company c a r , e a r n i n g l e s s than £8,500 the e f f e c t of the s o r t of 

changes envisaged i n the paper would be to wipe out the gains they 

had made from d i r e c t t a x a t i o n reductions i n the Budget. In a d d i t i o n , 

these people would have the burdens of i n c r e a s e d i n d i r e c t t a x a t i o n . 


4. The Prime M i n i s t e r wished a statement to be made as soon as 

p o s s i b l e emphasising that no a c t i o n of any s i g n i f i c a n c e would be taken 

by Order. The p o s s i b i l i t y of s u g g e s t i n g t h a t the changes i n t a x a t i o n 

would only apply next year to those on, say, £12£ thousand or above, 

who have made s i g n i f i c a n t g ains from d i r e c t tax r e d u c t i o n s , might be 

c o n s i d e r e d . 


5. The Prime M i n i s t e r wished to d i s c u s s t h i s w i t h the C h a n c e l l o r 

immediately on h i s r e t u r n next week.
