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I would like to, upon my return to Oslo, to
send you my most sincere thanks and expressions
of gratitude for the kind invitation which made
it possible for me to pay an official visit to

London.

I do feel that the frank and open exchanges
of views which I had the opportunity to have with
you personally and with several of your Cabinet
colleagues, were most interesting and useful. I
see our discussions as a good and practical basis
for the further cooperation between our two coun-
tries and peoples, which extend into almost every

field of human contact.

I am looking very much forward to seeing you

again at the NATO Summit meeting in Bonn in June.
