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Lord Carrington has invited Mr Puja, the
Hungarian Foreign Minister, to visit the United
Kingdom for talks from 13-15 January 1982. The
Hungarians will certainly hope for a courtesy
call on the Prime Minister and this would accord
with normal practice. The call need not be long
as Mr Puja will effectively only have Thursday 14
January available for talks. I hope that the
Prime Minister may be able to agree now to see
Mr Puja that day so that we can take this into
account in planning the rest of the programme.
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
