The Prime Minister has seen and noted your Secretary
of State's letter of 8 October to the Chancellor of the

Exchequer; and the Chancellor's reply, also of 8 October.

The Prime Minister has expressed doubts about the
wisdom of the proposal that a settlement should be presented
as more generous than it really is. She has noted that this
will have to be examined very carefully when the outcome of

the negotiations is known. £
