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Dear Prime Minister,

I have the pleasure of introducing to you Mr. Yohei
Mimura, President of Mitsubishi Corporation and Leader of
the Japanese Market Access Promotion Mission, which will
be visiting your country for the purpose of promoting
access to the Japanese market by British enterprises. He
is not only a prominent figure in Japanese business
circles, but also a good friend of mine and I believe is
the most suitable person to head this Mission.

This Mission is one of the import promotion measures
under the Comprehensive Economic Measures which I instructed
the government ministries and agencies concerned to work
out and which have recently been formulated. It will hold
talks with British businessmen to explain to them the
characteristics of Japanese consumer demand and suggest,
among other things, the ways to approach the Japanese

market, in order that their interest in it may be enhanced.

The Mission will also listen with fullest attention

to the views and wishes of British business circles.
Upon its return to Japan, I will personally hear from it

a report on its activities in your country.
