SUMMARY OF CONCLUSIONE

1 Jordan is an oasis of relative stability in an unstable region.

But its future 1s inextricably tied up with that of the West Bank.

2. We should therefore take steps to maintain the stability and

identity of the Occupied Territories. We should continue to oppose

settlements and examine ways in which, without substantial new

financial commitments, we can contribute to the economic and social

development of the West Bank.

6. In Jordan itself we should back up our political support by

practical steps, including maintaining our aid programme: promoting

arms sales and defence cooperation; and keeping up a programme of

T We should make full use of the State Visit to Jordan in 1984 to

underline our close relationship, and consider a short stop-over by

the Prime Minister; eg on the way to or from Malaysia, to reinforce

the message.
