As you will see from the enclosed

letter, I have asked Sir Henry Plumb, leader of the British

Conservatives, to represent me; I know you shared a platform

with him at the CDU's "Peace Conference" in Bonn last

November, and it goes without saying that he has my fullest

confidence.

Would it be possible to have

the name of your representative before then? I assume that

you will be asking him to work to similar ground rules to

those I have set out for Sir Henry.
