Backgeround

The KCB have no figures available centrally on the numbers
cf mern dismissed or reinstated as a2 result of the strikes
in 1672 and 1974.

Those strikes were "all in/all out" disputes and of short
duraticn. The level of violence was much lower and there
was not the friction between different groups of miners
that there has been in the past year.

During this dispute 709 men have been dismissed by the NCB.,
