Possible Call by Herr Schmidt on the Prime Minister

"hen the Trime Minister spoke to Herr Schmidt on
1 October (your letter of 1 October), the former
Federal Chancellor expressed the hope that when he was in
London in future it would be possible for him to call
privately on the Prime Minister. Mrs Thatcher said she
would always make time for this.

We have now heard from the German Embassy that Herr
Schmidt will be in the UK at the end of this month, primarly
for the opening of a Henry Moore Exhibition in Leeds on the
26th.
