2. LOCAL POLICE AUTHORITIES HAVE ADVISED THAT AN UNKNOWN
GROUP CALLED THE "IRISH ARAB LIBERATION ORGANIZATION" HAS
THREATENED TO "RETALIATE" AGAINST U.S. AND BRITISH
INSTALLATIONS IN IRELAND WITHIN 48 HOURS. THIS
ORGANIZATION ALSO IS REQUESTING ALL IRISH NATIONALS
EMPLOYED BY THE AMERICAN AND BRITISH EMBASSIES TO RESIGN
WITHIN THE 48-HOUR PERIOD. THE POLICE DO NOT CONSIDER THE
THREAT TO BE VERY SERIOUS, BUT ARE UPGRADING SECURITY AT
THE CHANCERY AND RESIDENCES OF OFFICIAL AMERICANS.

3. THE EMBASSY RECEIVED A BOMB THREAT (CRANK CALL) AT

0200 HOURS ON APRIL 15. AT APPROXIMATELY 1200 HOURS,

AN INDIVIDUAL THREW A HARMLESS BAG OF FLOUR AGAINST THE

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FRONT DOOR OF THE EMBASSY. THE INDIVIDUAL WAS APPREHENDED
AND ARRESTED. A GROUP COF LIBYANS NUMBERING APPROXIMATELY
15 - 20 PEOPLE ALSO DEMONSTRATED IN FRONT OF THE CHANCERY,
CHANTING LONG LIVE QADHAFI.
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4. THE EMBASSY IS MAINTAINING A HIGH STATE OF ALERT.
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
