DR FITZGERALD. WE APPLAUD ITS PROMISE OF PEACE AND A NEW DAWN
FOR THE TROUBLED COMMUNITIES OF NORTHERN IRELAND. | %ISH TO
CONGRATULATE MY TWO GOOD FRIENDS - AND OUTSTANDING PRIME MINISTERS
~WHO HAVE DEMONSTRATED SUCH STATESMANSHIP, VISION AND COURAGE.
2. THE PEOPLES OF THE UNITED KINGDOM AND OF IRELAND HAVE MADE &
GREAT CONTRIBUTION TO THE POLITICAL AND INTELLECTUAL HERITAGE OF
THE UNITED STATES AND TO OUR ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT.
3. WE ARE PARTICULARLY PLEASED THAT THESE T'WO NEIGHROURS,
FAITHFUL FRIENDS OF AMERICA, SO CLOSE TO THE UNITED STATES 1IN
