2. MITTERRAND AND KOHL MET AT RAMBOUILLET YESTERDAY FOR LUNCH AND
AFTERNOCN OF TALKS (N TETE-A-TETE. ACCORDING TC PRESS REPORTS THE

(A) NUCLEAR SAFETY. KOHL CALLED ON THE FRENCH GCVERNMENT TO TAKE
FULL ACCOUNT OF THE ANXIETIES CREATED IN GERMANY THE
CONSTRUCTION COF THE CATTENOM MUCLEAR PCWER STATION IN FRANCE
CLOSE TO THE BORDER, THIS WAS THE ORJECT OF A DEMONSTRATION
DURINC THE WEEKEND BY GERMANS CONCERNED AROUT NUCLEAR SAFETY,
KOHL ALSO URGED THE FRENCH TO SUPPCRT HIS PRCPCSAL FCR AN
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE IN VIENNA THIS AUTUMN ON THE SAFETY OF
NUCLEAR POWER PLANTS. MITTERRAND SAID THAT IF EVERYONE TCOK AS
