Mr Channon is relying in the Pilkington case, did not decide the issue
in the Guinness case because Guinness appears to have been rigging the
market. And it is funny that Pilkington shares rose in advance of
yvesterday's announcement. Takeovers are in danger of becoming a
financial game increasingly remote from Britain's long term industrial
interests. The onus should be on BTR to prove positive advantages of
its bid to Pilkington's future as a world leader.

Times leads with '"Pressure is on Thatcher to curb City".

Times leader says Guinness board has acted decisively to disentangle
its future directors from its immediate past, and the Government's
record in taking measures to protect investors and ensure clean,
competitive markets stands up well. Labour wishes to substitute
political judgement for that if the market, which would be highly
damaging. But the Covernment has become identified with the equally
untenable position that everything can be left to the markets. What is
now needed is for the leadersof finance to reassert the role of
individual moral judgement and social responsibility which comes
naturally to most of them.

FT leads with !inisters opposed to Mr Channon's clearance of BTR bid
for Pilkington - Giles Shaw, Geoffrey Pattie and Alan Clark, Ministers
of State in Department, were not consulted or informed and did not
approve. Some other Ministers think he has acted too legalistically.

Mail says Scotland Yard is to disarm CID officers serving in all
Metropolitan police stations; leader calls Commissioner's measures
against racial attacks '"'a most timely, admirable and positive response
to a potentially explosive situation:' But Labour Councils are doing
the opposite of taking the lead in fostering a police/black community
partnership.
