THE MEETING WAS DEVOTED TO THE HANDLING OF [SSUES AT WILL{AMSBURG
AND IN PARTICULAR TO THE PROPOSED DECLARATION ON DEFENCE AND
D{SARMAMENT. MR PYM SAID THAT HE WOULD WELCOME THE OPPORTUMITY

FOR A RATHER LOMGER TALK WITH SHULTZ (N THE NEAR FUTURE, AT WHICH
THEY COULD DISCUSS IN MORE DETAIL HOT ONLY THE MAJOR INTERNATIONAL
SUBJECTS OF THE DAY BUT ALSO SOME {MPORTANT (TEMS ON THE

BILATERAL AGENDA SuUCH AS EXTRATERRATORIALITY AND CIVIL AVIATION.
HE ADDED THAT KE WOULD BE YERY READY TC COME TO WASHINGTON AT THE
END OF JUNE OR N EARLY JULY FOR THIS PURPOSE, AND WOULD LIKE AT
THE SAME THME TO HAVE ONE OR TWO MEETINGS ON THE HiLL. SHULTZ
THOUGHT TH{S A VERY GOOD IDEA (AHD SUBSEQUENTLY CONFIRMED THIS

i PRIVATE CONVERSATION WITH MR PYM) AHD (T WAS AGREED THAT PRIVATE
CFFICES WOULD GET TOGETHER TO LOOK FOR DATES AFTER SHULTZ'S

RETURN FROM A FAR EAST TRIP AT THE END OF JUKE AND THE
COMGRESSIONAL RECESS N EARLY JuLY.

2. THE TWO MINISTERS HAVE NOW AGREED TO PENCIL IM THE DATES

OF 14 AHD 15 JuLY. SHULTZ'S OFFICE HAVE EXPLAINED TO ME THAT THESE
DATES HAVE, AMONG OTHERS, BEEN SUGGESTED AS POSSIBILITIES FOR

A VISIT TO WASHINGTON BY MR REGiN, THEY DID NOT THIHK IT VERY LIKELY
THAT THE BEGIN VISIT WOULD TAKE PLACE AT THIS TIME, BUT WE SHALL HAVE
TO LOOK FOR ALTERNATIVES FOR A US/UK BILATERAL IF IT DOES.
