You know the problems we face on the PLO
issue and we have no illusions as to the difficulties the matter
poses for the Arab side, but we will shortly be putting to King
Hassan compromise proposals on which we hope he will be able to
secure the agreement of his colleagues, and which will allow the
visit to go ahead. We have stressed throughout that we attach
great importance to our relations with Morocco. I hope very much

that we can agree on a suitable programme.
