3. PELLETREAU ERIEFED MHF CONTRIBUTORS THIS AFTERNOGON. MCFARLANE .
WAS STILL WORKIKG ON THE SAUD| PLAN WHICH HAD FULL U S SUPPORT,., HE
WAS MEETING HADDAD AND PRINCE BAKNDAR [N LARNACA TO STUDY THE LATEST
SYRIAN AND DRUZE ATTITUDES. PELLETREAU THOUGHT THAT EVEN THE SYRIAHNS
WARTED THIS EFFORT TO SUCCEED THOUGH THE LEBANESE GOVERNMENT STILL
SUSPECTED THEM OF PLAYING FOR TIME IN THE HOPE THAT THEIR ALLIES
WOULD IMPROVE THEIR POSITION IN THE CURRENT FIGHTING,

b, PELLETREAU SAID THAT THE SYRIANS AND DRUZE HAD AGREED IN PRINCIPLE

6. PELLETREAU SAID THAT THE LEBANESE GOVERNMENT WERE EXTREMELY
CONCERNED ABOUT THE SITUATION IN DEIR EL QAMAR AND THE POSSIBILITY
OF FURTHER MASSACRES. THEY HAD APPEALED FOR AMERICAN HELP, THE

STATE DEPARTMENT WERE ISSUING A STATEMENT (TEXT IN MIFT) CALLING

FOR AN IMMEDIATE CEASEFIRE. HE SUGGESTED THAT A FURTHER STATEMENT ON
THE SAME GENERAL LIHES MIGHT BE (SSUED JOIRTLY BY MNF CONTRIBUTORS,
PREFERABLY IN BEIRUT (N ORDER TO HAVE THE MAXIMUM IMPACT ON THE
PARTIES. AMBASSADOR DILLON WOULD BE DISCUSSING THIS SOON WITH HIS

THE AMERICANS WILL BE VERY CAUTIOUS ABOUT ACTIONS GOING BEYOND
DEFENCE OF THE MHF. CERTAINLY PELLETREAU GAVE NO HINT TODAY THAT
HE SAW A NEED FOR GREATER PRESSURE ON THE SYRIANS ON THE LIKNES
SUGGESTED BY MCFARLANE (BEIRUT TELNO 489), THE FRENCH EMBASSY HAVE
TOLD US THAT PARIS IS FIRMLY OPPOSED 70 SUCH ACTION.
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
