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Visit of the Yugoslav Foreign Minister

Mr Raif Dizdarevie, the Yugoslav Foreign Minister, will
be visiting DBritaln at the invitation of the SBecretary of
State from 6-8 November, The Yugoslavs have asked if
Mr Dizdarevie could call on the Prime Minister.

Political consulations with the Yugoslavs take place
evary two years at Foreign Minilster level. When Mr Pym
vigited Yugoslavia in 1982, he was received by the Yugoslay
Prime Minister, Mrs Planinc, who as the Prime Minister will
reciall visited Britain at the Prime Minister's invitation
last November.

Wr Dizdarevic has never been to Britain before and so
far has had 1ittle experience of the West. Although his
present appolntment expires in May 1986 (under the Yugoslav
system of rotation of Ministerial offices which 1s designed
to satlisfy the aspirations of the constituent republics), he
is likely to remain an important political figure. & short
¢all on the Prime Minister would add greatly to the success
of the visit, although the Foreign Secretary would not wish
ta press the Prime Minister if she is heavily committed on
the days concerned. The Embassy have advised that it would
if necessary be possible to placate the Yugoslave should the
Frime Minister's diary be too full for her to spare the
necessary timea,

My Dizdarevic arrives in the afternocon of & November
and departs at lunch time on B November.
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
