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1. THE FOLLOWING IS THE DECISION ADOPTED BY FOREIGN MINISTERS

OF THE TEN IN LUXEMBOURG TODAY
B

BEGINS:

IN SPITE OF INDICATIONS WHICH ARE STILL CONTRADICTORY, IT CAN

BE HOPED THAT THE HOSTILITIES ARE NOW DEFINITIVELY AT AN END

IN THE SOUTH ATLANTIC.

IN THESE CIRCUMSTANCES, THE ECONOMIC MEASURES TAKEN AS REGARDS
ARGENTINA WILL BE LIFTED AS FROM 22 JUNE 1982, IN THE EXPECTATION
THAT THERE WILL BE NO FURTHER ACTS OF FORCE IN THE AREA.

SHOULD THIS NOT BE THE CASE, A NEW SITUATION WOULD ARISE TO WHICH
THE TEN WOULD HAVE TO REACT IMMEDIATELY.

THOSE OF THE TEN WHICH HAVE INTRODUCED MEASURES ON A NATIONAL
BASIS TO STOP ARMS SUPPLIES TO ARGENTINA HAVE STATED THAT THESE
MEASURES REMAIN |N FORCE FOR THE TIME BEING.

THE TEN TOOK NOTE OF THE INTENTION OF THE UNITED KINGDOM TO
MAINTAIN CERTAIN NATIONAL ECONOMIC MEASURES AS REGARDS ARGENTINA
FOR THE TIME BEING.
