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I should like to record my warm appreciation for the
position taken by the Federal Government in the vote on the
Falklands issue at the United Nations. The resolution which
was adopted will not contribute in any way to improving the
prospects for Anglo/Argentine relations or the solution of

the difficulties between us: on the contrary.

Looking to the future, I hope that we shall continue to
benefit from your support in our determination to work for a
normal relationship with Argentina and to uphold the
principle of self-determination in the case of the Falkland

Islands.
