ISSUE FOR DECISION

You are asked to make determinations under Sections 725
and 726 of the International Security and Development
Cooperation Act of 1981 in order that security assistance
and arms sales for Argentina and Chile may recommence.

BACKGROUND

Sections 725 and 726 of the International Security and
Development Cooperation Act of 1981 (the Act) permit the
recommencement of security assistance and arms sales for
Argentina and Chile, if the President first submits to the
Congress a detailed report making certain certifications
with regard to respect for human rights by the governments
of those countries and other matters. In view of the impor-
tance of these determinations and the Congressional interest
in them, we recommend that you exercise this authority
personally, as you did in the case of the required determinations
concerning El Salvador.

I believe that the attached reports for Argentina (at
Tab 1) and Chile (at Tab 2) fully address the points raised
