3. ON THE HUMAN DIMENSION, WE HAVE DONE OUR STUFF, WITH FIRM LINKS
BACK TO THE REVIEW OF IMPLEMENTATION AND SOME MENTION OF INDIVIDUAL
CASES. |IN RESPONSE, THE RUSSIANS WAVE TRIED TO RULE OUT (AND TO
TALK OUT) ALL WESTERN PROPOSALS ON HUMAN RIGHTS, WHILE INDICATING
SLIGHT ROOM FOR MANOEUVRE ON TECHNICAL DETAILS IN OUR PROPOSALS ON
HUMAN CONTACTS AND INFORMATION. OF OTHER PROPOSALS, THE SPANISH ONE
ON TERRORISM (WHICH WE CO-SPONSOR) HAS RECEIVED A NEW ORDER OF US

SUPPORT AFTER HAIG’S REMARKS ON THE SUBJECT, AND SHOWS SIGNS OF
BECOMING A BIGGER EAST-WEST ISSUE HERE.

4, ALTHOUGH THE DESIRE TO NEGOTIATE SERIOQUSLY IN THE DRAFTING
PHASE NOW BEGUN 1S ON EVERYONE’S LIPS, THE PREVAILING MOOD IS

OF PESSIMISTIC REALISM, ADMITTEDLY, THE INFLUENTIAL AUSTRIAN,
CESKA, HAS BEGUN TO FIGHT AGAINST THE TIDE SEMI~COLON AND NOT ALL
