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I am delighted to tell you that the restrictions
which were worrying the Zimbabwe Jewish community
have been lifted - and the concern that I expressed
Ato you in my previous letter is now greatly reduced.
I thought I should let you know immediately that the
eat has now been removed from this matter - certainly
n the short term. So my colleagues no longer consider
that intervention is necessary at this stage.

We all appreciate very greatly indeed your
personal kindness and involvement in causes of human
rights such as these.
