RCAU. CNE CONVOY WAS SEEN TO LEAVE TOWN AT 0300 ON 24 AUGUST AND
RETURNED THRCUGH THE TOWN AT 1300 THE SAME DAY, IT MAY WELL BE THAT
THE OPERATIONS IMMEDIATLY TO THE SOUTH OF XABUL ARE BEING CARRIED
OUT BY SOVIET TROOPS ON A DAY BY DAY BASIS WITH UNITS RETURNING TO
SARRACKS IN KABUL AT NIGHT. MOST CONVOYS SET OFF IN THE EARLY HOURS
OF THE MORNING. DETAILS OF THE FIGHTING IN THE AREA ARE SCARCE.
