5. GORBACHEV RESPONDED TO PRESIDENT BUSH'S INITIATIVE ON FORCE
LEVELS IN CFE. HE TOLD BAKER THAT THE SOVIET LEADERSHIP WOULD NOT
INSIST ON "'A DEFINED LEVEL OF NATO AND WARSAW PACT FORCES IN THE
WHOLE EURDPE&HHEEEiDN“. THEY WOULD ACCEPT THE LIMIT OF 195,000 USs
AND SOVIET STATIONED FORCES PROVIDED THIS DID NOT APPLY TO CENTRAL
