From evacuee questioning we have compiled. -
an overprinted map of Port Stanley showing which houses are occupied
by Islanders, which by Argentinian troops and which areas have been
ortified. This map has already been issued to CINC Fleet and other
interested branches, We assume that the balance of 870 residents
of Port Stanley have withdrawn to the homesteads of East Falkland; ;
it is poesible that some have left for the Argentine mainlend but we |

AY ine attitudes towarde them are said to be sterner, MNilitery
hygiene standards are low and there are clear signs of dysentry
spreading among the soldiers., Those remaining in Stanley have moved
for safety into stone houses in the centre of town. Road sides are
mined, some bridges prepered for demolition, and areas to the East
of towmn and around the airport have been declared closed military
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zones,  All this compounds their anxiety and semse of insecurity.
