**THE PEOPLES WANT TO EE MASTERS OF THEIR LAND, IN THEIR HOUSE,

BE IT IN CENTRAL AMERICA OR IN THE SOUTHERN ATLANTIC. AND IF IN
THE WESTERN HEMISPHERE, TOO, THERE EMERGE DANGEROUS COMPLICAT|ONS
AND CONFLICT SITUATIONS, IT IS PRECISELY BECAUSE THERE ARE FORCES
WHICH ARE TRYING TO PRESERVE OR RESTORE THEIR POSITIONS OF DOMINANCE
