MIFT CONTAINS THE RESULTING DRAFT PROGRAMME,
WHICH 1S ALSO BEING SUBMITTED TO MR wWILLOCH. THE AIR TIMINGS
ASSUME TRAVEL BY RAF vC10.

2. COMMENTS ARE AS FOLLOWS:

SERIAL NO 1103 - THE NORWEGIANS ARE STILL WORKING ON MORE

DETAILED TIMINGS FOR TROMSO. THEY SAY THAT ALTHOUGH THE LUNCH
GIVEN BY THE GOVERNOR NEED NOT BE LONG HE WOULD WISH IT TO
