Visit of the Prime Minister to Seoul: May 1986

The Protocol Division of the Korean Ministry of
Foreign Affairs have informed our Embassy in Seoul that
it would be customary practice to provide two Presidential
aircraft to take the Prime Minister and her immediate
party from Seoul to Pohang and then Pusan for the internal
programme in South Korea on Sunday 4 May.

Our Ambassador in Seoul feels it would be
discourteous to refuse the Korean offer. The aircraft
would be an Andover seating approximately 25 and a DC6
with approximately 35 seats.

Seats on the two Presidential aircraft could be
allocated to the following:

Mr Powell

Mr Ingham

There would, of course, also be Korean and Embassy
representation. The remainder of the party would transfer on
the RAF VC10 from Seoul to Pusan where the aircraft would
await the arrival of the Prime Minister and the above party
for the flight to Tokyo. The communications equipment on

the VC10 will be operative from leaving Seoul and we propose
that any messages for the Prime Minister's party during

that morning be telephoned to the various venues.
