Some ot the most graphic
reporting  of the Falkland
Islands campaign is contained
i the citations which ac-
company the major gallantry
awards in today’s supplement to
the London Gaczetic.

The 145 citations reveal
cxamples of heroism in every
phasc of the combat operations.

[n a list of almost 700 awards
and honours it-is only possible
1o pick, aimost at random.

incidents to illustraic the range
and degree of valour and effort.

The two Victoria Crosses spcak
for themselves, and we print
their citations in full.

Some of the greatest acts of
gallantry occurred in rescuing
men from stricken ships.

Flight Sergcant Brian Jopling,
aged 30. from Odiham, Ham-
pshire, receives the Queen’s
Gallantry Medal for his action
while the container ship Atlan-
e Conveyor was sinking after
beinig hit by an exocet missile.
The citation records that he was
onc of the last to lecave the
bridge, and led a party of
survivors on to the deck and
1to the sca.

There was not ¢nough room
on the life-rafts for all the
survivors and, as he was
wearing aircrew survival equip-
ment, Flight Sergeant Jopling
clected to stay in the water.

“*Only when he had ensured
that ther¢ were no more
survivors in the water did he
allow himself to be dragged
¢xhausted aboard.™

One of the most striking
rescuc efforts was that which
carned a George Medal for Able
Seaman (Radar) John Dillon,

aged 19, during the sinking of

HMS  Ardent
Sound.

He was knocked unconscious
when a bomb hat the ship. “On
regaining  consciousness  he
tound he was pinncd to the deck
by heavy debris in the dimly lit
devastated compartment. A fire

in  Falkland

was raging and the arca was

rapidly filling with thick smoke.

“"He extricated himself and
despite pain from a large
shrapnel wound in his back he
attempted unsuccessfully to free
a man pinned down by a girder
across his neck.” He then made
his way towards another woun-
ded man who was calling for
help.

“After several attempts. ..
AB Duilloh succecded in raising
the debris sufficiently to ailow
the man to drag himself free.”

“Despite this, fearing that the
weakened man would  be
dragged benecath the ship AB
Dillon followed him into the
water and puliecd himi away
from the ship’'s side. "By this
time his cxertions, pain and the
cold of the seca had wcakened
AB Dillon until he could do
little 10 support himself in the
water. Realizing that there was a
danger of him pushing the other
man under the water iff he
continued to hold on to him, he
moved away and appreciating
that he could no longer swim or
grasp the strop lowered from a

helicopter, slipped bencath the
surface. He and the man were

then rescued by a hclicopier

Against all  precedent  a

number of rccipients of galian-
trv awards are publicly ident-
ificd as being members of the
normally sccretive Special Air
Service (SAS).

Among these is Major Cedric
Dclves, aged 35, from London,
of the Devonshire and Dorset
Regiment  who  receives  a
Distinguished Service Order.
He was nvolved in  the
recapture of South Georgia In
the raid on Pebble Island in
which [l Argentine aircraft
were destroyed on the ground,
and other actions.

Finally. “"Following the suc-
cessful  establishment  of the
beachhcad in San Carlos Watcr,
Major Delves taok his squadron
40 miles behind the cnemy lines
and cstabhished a posituon
overlooking the main encmy
stronghold 1n  Port Stanley
where at least 7,000 troops were
xnown to be bascd.

Commander Christopher
Wretord-Brown, aged 37, from
Ivybridge, Devon, captain of the
nuclear-powered submarine,
HMS Conqueror, which sank
the Argentine cruiser, General
Belgrano, receives the Dis-
tinguished Service Order. His
citation reveals that the Argen-
ine destroyers cscorting the
General  Belgrano  counter-at-
tacked the submarine with
depth charges. Previously there
had been an impression that the
destrovers had simply fled when
the cruiser was hit.

main awards is set out below:
Victoria Cross: Open to all
ranks of the thrce Scrvices.
Awarded for most conspicuous
gallantry of the highest order in
the presence of the cnemy. It is
likely to involve a 90 per cent
risk of being killed in perform-
ing the deed.

Distinguished Service Order:
Open to commissioned officers
in  the three Services. For
conspicous gallantry and lcader-
ship  under  fire or under
conditions cquivalent to com-
vat with the cnemy.
Distinguished Service Cross:
Open 10 officers of the Rovyal
Navy of commander rank and

of Cosham, Hampshire. He had
to remove an  unexploded
I.000lb bomb which had lodged
between two missiles 1n the
forward magazine of HMS
Argonaut, He decided to Hift the
bomb from the magazine and
hoist 1t overboard.

Colonel H’s time
for leadership

The citations to the posthu-
mous Victoria Cross awards 1o
Lieutenant-Coloncl Herbert
Jones and Sergeant lan John
McKay stated:

€ On May 28 1982 Lieutenant
Colonel Jones was commanding
2nd Battalion The Parachute
Regiment on opcrations on the
Falkland Islands. The battalion was
ordered {0 attack cnemy positions
in and around the setilements of
Darwin and Goose Green.

During the attack against an
enemy who was well dug in with
mutually supporting positions sited
in depth, the baualion was held up
just south of Darwin by a
particularly  well-prepared  and
resilient enemy position of at least
1l trenches on an imporiant ridge.
A number of c¢asualties were
received. in order to read the battle
fully and to cnsure that the
momentum of his atiack was not
lost. Colonel Jones took forward his
recennaissance party to ihe foot of a
re-entrant which a scction of his
battalion had just secured.

Daespitc persistent, heavy and
accurate fire the rcconnatssance
party gaincd the top of the rc-
entrant. at approximately the same
hicight as the enemy positions. From
here Coioncel Jones encouraged the
dircction of his batialion monar
firc, in an cffort to necutralise the
eniemy position. However, these had
been well prepared and continued to
pour cifective firc onto the hattalion
advance. which, by now heid up for
over an hour and under increasingly
heavy artillery fire, was in danger of
faltering.

in s cifort 10 gain a good
vicwpoint, Caolonel Jones was now
al the very front of his battalion. [t
was clear 1o him that desperatce
measures were needed in order 1o
overcome the cnemy position and
rckindle the attack. and than unless
these micasures were taken prompily
the battaiton would sustain increas-
ing casualtics and the attack perhaps
cven fail, it was time for personal
lecadership and  action.  Colonei
Jones immediately seized a sub-
machine gun, and. calling on those
around nm and with total disregard
for his won safety, charged the
nearcst enemy position, This action
eaxposed him to fire from a number
of trenches.

As he charged up a short slope at
the enemy. position he was seen 1o
fall and roll backward downhill. He
immediately picked himsclf up, and
again charged the enemy trench.
firtng his sub-machine gun and
scemingly oblivious 1o the intense
fire directed at him. He was hit by
firc from another trench which he
outflanked. and feli dying only a few
feet from the ¢nemy he had
assaufted. A short time later 3
company of thc battalion attacked
ihe cnemy, who quickly surren-
dered. The devasting display of
courage by Colonel Jlones had
completely undermined their will to
fight further.

Thercafier the momentum of the
attack was rapidly regained. Darwin
and Goose Green were hberated.
and the battalion released the loca!
inhabitants unharmed and forced
the surrender of some 1,200 of the
cnemy.

The achievements of Ind Bat-
talion The Parachute Regiment at
Darwin and Goose Green set the
tone far the subsequent land victory
on the Falklands. They achieved
such a moral superiority over the
cnemy in this first baitle that.
dispite the advantages of numbers
and selcction of battlc-ground. thev
never thercafter doubted either the
superior fighting qualities of the
British  troops. or their own
inevitable defeat.

This was an action of the utmost
gallantrv by a commanding officer
whose  dashing leadership and
courage throughout the battle were
an inspiration to ail about him. 9

‘During the night of Junc 11712
1982, 3rd Battalion The Parachuie
Regimoent mounted a silent night
an cnemy  battalion
position on Mount Longdon., an
important abjeclive in the battle for
ort Stanicy in the Falkland islands.
Sergeant McKay  was  piatoon
sergeant of 4 platoon, B company,
which, after the initial objective had
been sccured. was ordered to clear
the northern side of the long
East/West ridge feature. held by the
cinemy i depth, with  sirong,
mutually-supporting positions.

Bv now the enemyv were fully
alert, and resisting fiercely. As 4
platcon’s  advance conunued it
came under encreasingly heavy fire
from a number of well-sited enemy
machince gun  positions on  the
rdege.  and  received  casualtics.
Reahizing that no further advance
was  possible the platcon com-
mander ordered the plaloon 1o
move from its exposed position to
scek shelier among the rocks of the
ridge itself. Here it met up with part
of 5 platoon.

The cenemy fire was suli both
heavy  and  accurate, and  the
posttion  of the platcons  was
beconung  increasingly  hazardous.
Taking Sergeant McKay. a corporal
and a few others and covered bv
supporting maciune gun fire, the
platoon commander moved forward
10 reconnoitre the enemy positions
but was hit by a bullevin the leg, and
command devolved upon Scrgeant

McKay.

[t was clear that instant action
was nceded if the advance was not
10 faiter and increasing casualties 1o
ensue. Sergeant McKay decided to
convert this reconnaissance into an
atiack 1n order to eliminate the
¢nemy pestions, He was in no doubt
of the sirength and deployment of
the enemy as he underiook thvmb
attack. He issucd orders, and taking
three men with him. broke cover
and charged the enemy position.

The assault was met by a hail of
firc. The corporal was seriousiy
wounded, a privaic killed and
another wounded. Despite  these
losses  Sergeant NicKav,  with
compiete disregard for his own
safety, ‘continucd 1o charge the
enemy position alone. On rcaching
i1 he despatched the cnemy with
grenades, thereby relieving  the
postiion of beleagured 4 and 5
platoons, who were now able to
redepioy  with  relative  safety.
Scrgeant  McKay, however, was
kilied at the moment of victory, his
body faliing on the bunker.

Without doubt Sergeant McKay's
action reinieved a most dangerous
sifuation and was instrumenial 1In
ensuring ithe success 6f the atiack.
His was a coolly calculaied act, the
dangers of which must have been
too apparent to him beforchand.
Undctlerred he performed  with
outstanding sclflessness, persever-
ance and courage. With a complete
disregard for his -own safcty, he
displaved courage and leadership of
the highest order, and was an
inspiration to all those around him.9
